Thank you for taking the time to visit our web page and to read this. I hope you are also enjoying the fruits of the hard work that our volunteers have put in over the years since we began the group.
The group was created in 2020 just before we were all told to “stay indoors”. 
We were born out of a need to address ongoing issues that were slowly but surely destroying our park and massively reducing its potential for local people to enjoy it properly.
After a slow start we finally got approval from the Council to start working. Pressure from our then MP James Brokenshire helped secure us further access and some tools and the use of a small hut from Bexley Council.
We spent the first few weeks clearing bindweed and other perennial weeds. Once we had this under control we applied to the Woodland Trust for help. They kindly provided us with whips of a variety of native hedging plants. These can now be seen growing nicely down both sides of the entrance avenues.
Since then we have continued to plant more native plants whenever we have the funds. We have also planted bulbs including Daffodils and Tulips plus other perennial plants that provide either flowers or scent (or both)!
Whilst we are conscious of the many gaps that still exist, we are working hard to fill them but this is of course subject to funds being available.
The park centenary is in 2031 and we have plans simmering to try and re create something similar to the opening ceremony in 1931. I hope you will be able to join us!
