Here are five very basic yet effective Zen habits to adapt to a calmer, 

more relaxed lifestyle.  
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Zen Habit #1 

Adopt a Positive Mindset

need to start thinking about your mindset.  

 

 

Identify and Accept Your Way of Thinking

looking to the facts and statistics to determine whether or not their 

day will proceed well.

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Realizing the Problem

But before you do anything, 

think about the impact it will not only have on you, but on those 

surrounding you.  

 

Will running away really solve anything? Will shouting angrily 

really get you the help you need? Or is there a better way to go 

through with the situation? Perhaps the Zen way! 

 

Here’s a case scenario for those who need a picture in mind. You 

find that the copier machine at work has stopped working. You 

have the choice to ignore this and walk away, get angry about the 

fact that it has stopped, or try to solve the problem for both yourself 

and others. The best solution is to solve the problem.  

 

Instead of copying the document, reprint it until you’ve got enough 

copies. Tell your director that the copier isn’t working which is an 

inconvenience in the office. Say it nicely so they don’t take it as an 

accusation.  

 

The best thing about adopting a Zen lifestyle is that it’s simple steps 

like these that can help you find a happier place to be in, and they 

can be taken every day in the most insignificant places. Without all 
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of the aggression and disturbance, go about your problems nicely, 

and always remember to let go.  

 

Don’t hold on the pent-up eruptions against trivial matters for 

they'll only confuse and obstruct your day. Habits need to be built 

up one stepping stone at a time and they’ll only stick if you take 

those steps.  

 

Your goal should inevitably be to satisfy yourself and solve all your 

problems or let them go. Never let any feelings stick to you, positive 

or negative.  

 

If you let positive feelings stay with you, then you can build up an 

ego which creates arrogance; a bad trait to have. If you keep 

negative feelings tucked up inside you, you’ll have outbursts of 

illogical anger pent up from all the petty matters you never let go.

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Surround Yourself with Positivity

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Zen Habit #2 

Clear your Schedule

Plan out The Day 

 

It may have become clear by now that organizing yourself is one of 

the steps to maintaining a relaxing lifestyle.

If any more time is given to your job, you’ll be 

submitting yourself to your monotonic working counterpart.    
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Some people tend to allow work to consume their days, with the 

feeling that if their day wasn’t filled to the brim with work, then it 

wasn’t a productive day. This is untrue as the most important thing 

in your life should be you. If you aren’t your priority, then your 

perspective of yourself is low.

Ask friends to join 

you who’ll sit quietly with you and help your concentration.
