Member Assistance Fund

Active Seniors, Inc. has launched a pilot financial assistance program for ASI
members. The purpose of this $100 per year benefit is to give those who face
financial difficulties the opportunity to participate more fully in all that ASI has to
offer. The fund can only be used at ASI.

The Member Assistance Fund (MAF) was started after generous donations from
anonymous individuals brought attention to the fact that some members might
not be able to pay to participate in our activities at ASI.

FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS (FAQ)

Who can apply to be a MAF recipient?
Any ASI member

How can one apply?
Applications can be obtained from the Resource Board near the ASI Office.
Applications will be confidential and handled with respect.

What amount will a recipient receive?
$100 for the current calendar year in which the application was approved.

How will the $100 be received?
An electronic “wallet” will be created for the member’s use.

How does the wallet work?
When a member signs in for an activity using the kiosk, The message on screen
will show “MAF.”

What activities can one attend?

Most activities can be attended. The exceptions are: Trips, Special Events,
Monthly Luncheon and Bunco. (The Bridge prize money is not covered by the
fund.)



When can a member apply?
MAF will accept applications throughout each calendar year. Applications
received after October 1st will be considered for the following year.
