Volkswagen Golf MkI 3-Door Hatchback

Although the VW Golf is not the first Front-Wheel-Drive hatchback, it has nonetheless set the 
template for small cars since its introduction 46 years ago in 1974.

The Golf was perhaps a more radical departure at VW than for the ‘automobile’ generally, as 
continued efforts to replace the legendary, but ancient  VW Beetle had resulted in a number of 
false starts.

Purchase of NSU and Audi in the late 1960’s had resulted in the availability of newer front-drive 
platforms, and the Golf MkI had a mechanical preview, of sorts, with the earlier launch of the 
Scirocco.

The rest, as they say, is history. The sharp-suited, crisp-edged bodywork from Giugiaro was 
handsome, The mechanicals were what is now deemed ‘convention’, and eschewed some of the 
novel engines of the period (notably the Wankel Rotary used at NSU and Citroen).

The Golf is about to launch in its eight generation, and has consistently been at the top of the 
European sales charts.
