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Addition (same signs)
When the signs are the same and you are adding, keep the same sign and just add.
Example:      - 8  + - 2 = - 10         or      7  + 4  =  11

Addition (different signs)
When signs are different and you are adding, subtract the numbers. The answer contains the sign of whatever number was bigger.
Example:          - 9 + 2 = - 7


Subtraction (same signs)
Change the subtraction sign into an addition sign and change the sign of the second number to the opposite sign.
Example:     -10  -  (- 9)  = _______
                      -10  + (9) = _____________
	We are adding now and the signs are different so subtract and the answer has the sign of the bigger number:
                   -10 + 9  = - 1


Subtraction (different signs)
Example:
12  –  (-3)
Change the subtraction sign to addition and change the sign of the second number to the opposite sign
12  +  3 = 15.

Multiplication of two numbers (Same Signs)
When you multiply two numbers with the same signs, the answer is always positive.
Example:
- 8  x - 2  = 16

7 x  8  = 56

Multiplication of two numbers (different signs)
When you multiply two numbers and signs are different, the answer is negative. 

Example:
 9 x -3 = -27
Multiplication of more than two numbers
If you have an even number of negative signs, the answer is positive. 
(Even numbers are 2,4,6, 8, etc) Example   -3 x -2 = 6
If you have an odd number of negative signs, the answer is negative.
(Odd numbers are 1, 3, 5, etc)  Example   3 x -2 = - 6
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
