PLEASE NOTE! The weight-limit for your finished vehicle is 120 grams. Please keep this in
mind as you make your ideas come to life. The kits we sell vary in weight, so you may need to shave
off weight or add weight to get as close to 120g as possible. (fishing weights, tire balancing weights,
nuts, washers etc). The goal is to have all cars weighing 120 grams for the fairest race possible. Also,
keep the height to 4” or less so your vehicle fits through the timer at the bottom of the track.
