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IN AN EMERGENCY

The AXIA South Cikarang meets and exceeds Jakarta's strict fire code requirements and has taken every
precaution to protect you.

In the unlikely event of a fire, you should follow these instructions. Please take a few moments

to read and understand them.

NO SMOKING
* For your safety and that of other guests, please do not smoke in bed.

WHEN YOU CHECK-IN
* Locate the Fire Exit on your floor.
* Familiarize yourself with the Emergency Exit plan posted on the back of your room door.

IN CASE OF FIRE
* Please dial "8000 or Reception" by your room phone to advise the Reception of the fire
and its location.

* Do not attempt to fight a large fire. Use fire extinguishers for small fire only.

* If the fire is large, attempt to exit the building. Take your room key with you. Keep calm; do not rush.

* Never use elevators as fire exits.

* The emergency alarm system throughout the AXIA gives audible warnings. If you are aurally handicapped,
would you please notify the Reception on your arrival so that we may be aware of your special need
in the event of an emergency.

IF YOU HEAR THE FIRE ALARM

* With your hands, test the guest room door for heat before opening. Heat indicates fire may be close.
* Check hallway for smoke. If there is little or no smoke, head for the nearest Exit, staying close to the

wall and your head as low to the ground as possible. Take your room key with you. If the stairway is

free of heavy smoke, exit down to ground level.
- If all Exits are unsafe, return to your room or if impossible, remain on the escape passage.

IF YOU MUST STAY IN YOUR ROOM
- Dial "8000 or Reception” by your room phone to advise the Reception and give your location.
* Turn off air conditioning to prevent smoke from being forced into the room.

- Use wet towels, sheets, etc., to stuff all door cracks and vents against smoke.
* Remember, stay calm. Help is on its way.

IF THERE IS AN EARTHQUAKE

Here are a few points to remember if an earthquake occurs:

- Keep away from the windows.

- Extinguish all cigarettes and tobacco.

- Seek shelter under a table and cover your head with a pillow to protect yourself from possible falling
or moving objects.

* Leave your room door ajar so that it does not join.

* Never use elevators.

- Familiarize yourself with the emergency exit plan on the back of your door.
* Do not panic.

APARTMENT EVACUATION
If an evacuation of the Apartment becomes necessary, please follow the instructions given through

the emergency alarm systems and follow directives by our staff on site, or you may follow the direction
by yourself to the our assembly point in our parking area.
