From February 17 to Febru-
ary 21, 2025, VII WURCES/

EU4UA Winter School in Euro-
pean Studies was held in collab-
oration with the Erasmus+ 
"MODERNIZATION OF LEGAL 
EDUCATION FOR THE SUPPORT 
OF EUROPEAN AND EURO-
ATLANTIC INTEGRATION OF 
UKRAINE (EU4UA)".  
The VII Winter School in Euro-
pean Studies focused on legal, 
political, institutional aspects of 
the European Integration with a 
particular focus on the acces-
sion of Ukraine to the EU, politi-

cal and legal aspects of the nego-
tiations as well as on the EU’s 
policy in the neighbourhood.  
The event attracted 45 partici-
pants attending daily. Nine ex-
perts delivered lectures at the 
Winter School: one from the UK, 
and eight from Ukraine. Partici-
pants came from various cities 
across Ukraine, including Dnipro, 
Kyiv, Kharkiv and Lviv. The VII 
Winter School in European Stud-
ies was organized in cooperation 
with the Ukrainian European 
Studies Association, the EU Infor-
mation Center at the Ivan Franko 

National University of Lviv, the 
National University “Kyiv-
Mohyla Academy,” and with 
the support of the National 
Erasmus+ Office Ukraine.

Under this project the moderniza-

tion of the teaching in EU Com-

mon Policies for University stu-

dents was conducted by introduc-

ing co-teaching, peer-teaching 

in the classroom. Besides the 

modernization of the curricu-

lum and teaching methodolo-

gies 3 open simulation games 

on work of the EU institutions, 

3 editions of the poster compe-

tition, 3 thematic workshops on 

in-depth research of the EU 

policies in the cooperation with 

the Ukrainian European Studies 

Association, a digital compe-

tences workshop and the final 

scientific conference “Imple-

mentation of the EU-Ukraine 

Association Agreement: Select-

ed Policies” were conducted.  

participants from leading 
Ukrainian universities in differ-
ent regions of Ukraine, who 
worked for two days on the 
development and presentation 
of their own technological 
solutions. The event aimed to 
create practical solutions at the 
intersection of technology, 
sustainable development, se-
curity, inclusion, agriculture, 
and tourism that can be 
implemented in communi-
ties for their recovery and 
sustainable development. .  

On July 16–17, 2025, students 
and teachers of Lviv University 
took part in the All-Ukrainian 
MechatonUA, which was held
