PETITION UNDER SECTION 25 OF THE GUARDIAN AND WARDS ACT FOR THE CUSTODY OF MINOR SON NAMELY MUHAMMAD HAMID. 
Respectfully Sheweth:- 

1. That the petitioner was married with the respondent on 21.04.2012 at Lahore in accordance with Muslim Rites and out of this wedlock one son namely Muhammad Hamid was born on 10.07.2013 who is in the custody of respondent. Copies of nikah nama and birth certificates are attached herewith.
2. That the petitioner is the legal and natural guardian of the minor. 

3. That the relationship between he parties became strained due to the negative conduct, harsh and cruel attitude and also the respondent avoided to perform the matrimonial obligations towards the petitioner, 

4. That the respondent is a mentally sick lady as well as mother of the respondent. It is pertinent to mention here that the younger sister of the respondent is also at their mother home and she filed a suit for dissolution of marriage on the basis of Khulla on the instigation of her mother. The matrimonial lives of respondent and her sister were destroyed due to unnecessary interference of their mother. In these circumstances the petitioner tried his level best to continue the marriage ties but the petitioner failed in his positive efforts due to the negative attitude of respondent and her mother. 

5. That the said minor son Muhammad Hamid is at present living with the respondent. In the above said atmosphere of the respondent, presently living is not in the welfare of the minor. The petitioner has almost no access to his minor son. 

6. That the respondent is totally unfit lady for the custody of the minor Muhammad Hamid. The welfare of minor Muhammad Hamid is in extreme and serious danger, while in custody of the respondent.

7. That the petitioner seeks the custody of the minor son Muhammad Hamid on the following amongst: 

G R O U N D S
(a) That the respondent has extreme hate for the petitioner and during last few months, she has forcibly kept the minor Muhammad Hamid away from the petitioner which is not at all in the welfare of the minor. The respondent on account of her absolutely improper behaviour in respect of development of the minor has became disentitled to keep the custody of the minor and the respondent is not fit for guardianship of the minor Muhammad Hamid. 

(b) That the respondent bears a frivolous temperament and violently aggressive conduct and negative attitude. 
(c) That the respondent’s treatment with minor Muhammad Hamid has been violent and cruel.

(d) That the respondent has been living with her other family members and the minor as such is suffering from continuous physical discomfort, mental and physical torture from family members of respondent. 

(e) That the petitioner can maintain the minor in better way than the respondent and has got extra ordinary love and affection with him. The respondent has no source of income to educate and maintain the minor in good atmosphere and the petitioner is an educated and earning at the level of that he can educate his son and provide good opportunities for better future. 

(f) That the atmosphere of the house of the petitioner is better for the health and welfare of the minor. The atmosphere of the house of the respondent is neither congenial nor conducive for the welfare of the minor. 

(g) That it has became dangerous for welfare of the minor to leave the minor in the custody of the respondent. The petitioner being the legal and natural guardian of the minor son Muhammad Hamid is entitled to the custody of the minor. Hence this petition. 

8. That the cause of action accrued in favour of the petitioner and against the respondent, when the respondent flatly refused to handover the custody of the minor, few days ago and also gave threats of dire consequences. 

9. That the respondent and minor are residing at Lahore, cause of action also accrued at Lahore, therefore, this Honourable Court at Lahore is competent to hear and adjudicate upon the matter. 

10. That the prescribed court fee has been affixed on the petition. 

P R A Y E R 

It is, therefore, most respectfully prayed that the custody of the minor i.e. son namely Muhammad Hamid date of birth 10.07.2013, may kindly be permanently handed over to the petitioner in view of the welfare of the minor. 

Any other relief which this Honourable Court under the circumstances of the case may deem fit and proper may also be granted to the petitioner.
