Feijoa and Almond Shortcake 
125g Butter, softened 
½ cup sugar 
1 egg 
1 tsp vanilla  
1 ½ cups self-
raising flour 
10-12 large feijoas 
1 tblspn cornflour 
1 tblspn brown 
sugar 

 

Topping 
½ cup rolled oats 
70g sliced almonds 
1 tblspn brown sugar 
½ tsp cinnamon 
1 tblspn flour 
30g cold butter 
 
Heat oven to 175C and line a standard cake tin with 
paper.  
Cream butter and sugar, add egg and vanilla, beat 
well to combine. Stir in flour to form a soft dough. 
Spread evenly into the base of the prepared tin.  
Halve and scoop out the flesh of your feijoas. Chop 
coarsely. Combine with cornflour and brown sugar 
and spread over dough base.  
Topping: Combine dry ingredients. Grate over butter 
and mix with fingertips to create a crumble topping. 
Sprinkle over feijoas.  
Bake 30-40mins, until base is golden and base is 
cooked. Serve warm or cold.
