Finally, we'll underline the importance of cooperation and show how working closely together helps 
overcome a wide range of cybersecurity issues.

• Identify those who commit cyber threats, their motivations and understand why you or your 

organisation could be a potential target. 
• Recognise ‘red flags’ so that you can effectively combat threats to your cyber security and 

define potential methods of defence. 
• Understand what makes you vulnerable inside and outside the workplace and what to do if a 

mistake happens.
