They had just
compleled the hike the previous day and gave me a crucial tip: Do not follow the main
trail; instead, take the path on the left side of the mountain. | imade sure to bear that in
mind when | started my own hike,

As it turned out, the main route - the tcail that almost everyone else was taking — was
impossibly steep. It was also hard to manoeuvre around, and it would have definitely
wom me out before | could complete the journey. However, the lesser-walked path that
was recommended by the couple | had met the day before turned out to be a gentle,
ambling trail along a mountain stream. Beautiful scenery and an easier hike? | would take
that any day!

Had | tried to take the main path, | never would have finished the walk. Following this
gentler route, { experienced something totally foreign: A hike | actually enjoyed! | felt so
accomplished by the time | reached the church, all thanks to that chance encounter! For
the rest of that particular holiday, | managed to go on more treks around the scenic
countryside of Georgia.

| have since moved 1o Georgia and have challenged myself on many other hikes in
the Greater Caucasus. if it were not for that first introduction to trekking in Georgia, 1 do
not think | would have had the courage to attempt any other trails. | would have probably
been like the many safe tourists who travel the world for holel pools or shopping streels.
