Children did not wear helmets and protective gear back in those days, and
the wheels were made of baked clay that skidded easily. As there were no skateparks,
skateboarders skated on the streets. They disrupted traffic and bothered pedestrians.

In 1972, a young surfer named Frank Nasworthy came up with the idea of using
wheels we have today, made of a soft material. The wheels gripped the ground much
better, allowing for a smoother ride. in 1978, Alan Gelfand developed a trick where he
jumped with his skateboard seemingly attached to his feet. This trick, called the "Ollie", is

now the basis for most skateboarding tricks today.

Skateboarding has grown in popularity as an unlikely outcome from the lockdown
caused by the pandemic in 2020. The sport can be practised anywhere. Even older

generations who used to skate in their youth are now re-engaging with skateboarding.
