This is a call
for conservationists, scientists and pohcymakers to take steps to protect the
species. Unfortunately, not all species receive the help they need, soitis :mportant
fo highlight success stories.

Many endangered spacies have recovered in numbers due to human conservation
efforts. One such example is the bald eagle which was once on the brink of
extinction. By the 1960s, there were only a few hundred bald eagles left in the
United States. However, due to a combination of conservation efforts, the
population of the bald eagle has increased to more than 70 000 today. Some other
species that have recovered from conservation efforts are the grey wolves, sea
turtles and giant pandas.
