INFORMATION ABOUT CHANGES TO PA REAL ESTATE TAX & RENT REBATE 
 

     Eligibility Income for the 2024 Rebate has been increased to $46,500 per year.  Generally speaking, this includes ½ of 

Social Security plus all other income.  In the past two years the Eligibility Income is the same for both Real Estate Taxes 

and Rent.  If you have not checked this in the past two years it may be beneficial to take a look at it.  You may have a 

minimum of $380 in refund.  You will have until June 30th to file your claim.  It will be paid July 1st of 2025.  Thanks to Betty
