Ephesians 2:8-9 For by grace you have been saved through faith; and that not of yourselves, it is the gift of God; not as a result of works, so that no one may boast.

B
Believe that Jesus died on the cross for you
1 John 1:7b And the blood of Jesus His Son cleanses us from all sin.

Romans 5:8 But God demonstrates His own love toward us, in that while we were yet sinners, Christ died for us.

Believe that Jesus rose from the dead.
Romans 1:4 Jesus, who was declared the Son of God with power by the resurrection from the dead, according to the Spirit of holiness, Jesus Christ our Lord,

C
Confess Him as your Lord
Romans 10:9 That if you confess with your mouth Jesus as Lord, and believe in your heart that God raised Him from the dead, you will be saved;

1 John 1:9 If we confess our sins, He is faithful and righteous to forgive us our sins and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness.

Commit your life to Him, repenting, or turning away from sin
Luke 9:23-24 And He was saying to them all, "If anyone wishes to come after Me, he must deny himself, and take up his cross daily and follow Me.”

	Acts 3:19 Repent therefore, and turn back, that your sins may be blotted out,

Romans 10:13 For whoever will call on the name of the Lord will be saved.
