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In Cajamarca there are many kindergarten level schools for children ranging from 3 to
5 years, which infrastructure is on a deplorable conservation state. Making so children
study in classrooms with walls affected by humidity, endangering their health. The poor
lighting in some classrooms make them an environment that is not suitable for proper
education. Schools do not have recreational games, there is also a lack of educational
furniture and recreational materials for their classes.
