ÒLight for the PathÓ 
Do you have enough light to see your path? Are you 
traveling light enough to conserve your strength? 
Are you moved and moving? Well, with our theme 
for Lent we want to answer all of that and more. In 
preparation for the season of Lent and our theme, 
“Light for the Journey”, we’re in need of a few items 
if you have them to share. First, we still need mirrors 
of all shapes and sizes. Please mark the back of your 
mirror with your name and phone number if you 
share one with us. As you encounter them in our 
worship spaces, take 2-3 minutes to consider what GOD 
sees in you. 

The second thing we need are your thoughts! As 
you are willing to share, take 5 minutes to gaze at 
yourself in the mirror (set a timer!) and then write a 
paragraph of what you think you see in the 
reflection. Your reflections can, of course, be 
anonymous and we won’t share them without your 
express permission. Your submissions can come by 
emailing the church office, texting the pastor, or 
putting it in an envelope and placing that in an 
offering plate or giving box. We’ll receive these 
throughout Lent.
