DECRETO CXI-001/2025
Sobre los Principios Rectores de la Politica Exterior del Comité de Transicion

Articulo 1. Declaracion de Propdsito

La politica exterior de la Republica Digital de Guinea Ecuatorial™, en esta nueva fase de
transformacion estructural y vibracional, estara guiada por los principios de soberania, dignidad,
reciprocidad, panafricanismo y diplomacia econémica estratégica.

Articulo 2. Socios Estratégicos Prioritarios

1. Estados Unidos de América serd reconocido como socio estratégico prioritario para la
diversificacion econdmica, la innovacion tecnoldgica, la reforma educativa y la
cooperacion en seguridad y gobernanza digital.



2. Se promoveran relaciones especiales con paises y bloques regionales que:
o Reconozcan la legitimidad del Consejo de Transicion.

o Cooperen activamente con la justicia transicional y la recuperacion de activos
saqueados.

o Respaldan iniciativas panafricanas de infraestructura, ciencia, y repatriacion
cultural.

Articulo 3. Principios de Accion Exterior
Toda accién diplomatica de la Reptblica Digital de Guinea Ecuatorial debera:

e Proteger los intereses del pueblo antes que los de cualquier elite;
e Basarse en transparencia estructural, justicia multilateral y memoria historica;

e Priorizar cooperacion en desarrollo sostenible, educacion, defensa colectiva y ciencia
afrocentrada;

e Promover la diplomacia digital soberana y la participacion activa de la didspora.

Articulo 4. Ejes Operativos
Se implementara:

1. Mision Diplomatica para la Recuperacion de Bienes Ilicitos y Reparaciones Historicas.
2. Red Panafricana de Gobernanza Digital (CXI-Netoo Diplomacia).
3. Embajadas Digitales de Retorno™ para la Diaspora Africana.

4. Alianzas multilaterales en Inteligencia Artificial, Educacion y Soberania Tecnoldgica.



Articulo 5. Declaracién de Alianzas Eticas
Queda prohibida toda relacion diplomatica con entidades o Estados que:

e Patrocinen dictaduras, golpes o represion institucional en Africa;

e Se nieguen a cooperar en justicia climatica, restitucion cultural o libertad migratoria.

CXI DECREE: Guidelines for the Foreign Policy of the
Digital Republic of Equatorial Guinea™

DECREE CXI-001/2025
On the Guiding Principles of the Foreign Policy of the Transitional Council

Article 1. Statement of Purpose

The foreign policy of the Digital Republic of Equatorial Guinea™, in this new phase of
structural and vibrational transformation, shall be guided by the principles of sovereignty,
dignity, reciprocity, Pan-Africanism, and strategic economic diplomacy.

Article 2. Priority Strategic Partners

The United States of America shall be recognized as a priority strategic partner for
economic diversification, technological innovation, educational reform, and cooperation in
security and digital governance.

Special diplomatic relations will be fostered with countries and regional blocs that:

e Recognize the legitimacy of the Transitional Council;
e Actively cooperate with transitional justice efforts and the recovery of looted assets;

e Support Pan-African initiatives in infrastructure, science, and cultural repatriation.



Article 3. Principles of External Action
All diplomatic actions of the Digital Republic of Equatorial Guinea must:

e Protect the interests of the people over those of any elite;
e Be based on structural transparency, multilateral justice, and historical memorys;

e Prioritize cooperation in sustainable development, education, collective defense, and
Afrocentric science;

e Promote sovereign digital diplomacy and the active engagement of the African
diaspora.

Article 4. Operational Pillars
The following initiatives shall be implemented:

o Diplomatic Mission for the Recovery of Illicit Assets and Historical Reparations;
e Pan-African Network for Digital Governance (CXI-Netco Diplomacy);
e Digital Return Embassies™ for the African Diaspora;

e Multilateral alliances in Artificial Intelligence, Education, and Technological
Sovereignty.

Article 5. Ethical Alliance Declaration
Diplomatic relations are strictly prohibited with any entities or states that:

e Sponsor dictatorships, coups, or institutional repression in Africa;

e Refuse to cooperate on climate justice, cultural restitution, or migratory freedom.
