Lord Hardinge:

The Significance of Delhi Conspiracy in the History of India’s
Independence Movement:

Lord Hardinge was bombed but he escaped yet this incident is of utmost
importance. Its importance lay in the timing that Biplabi Mahanayak
Rashbihari Bose chose and the message he conveyed. Following the intense
protest and revolutionary activities against the Partion of Bengal in 1905, the
British were forced to annul it in 1911. The explosive situation in Bengal made
them transfer the capital of British India from Calcutta to Delhi which was
considered a “safe” place. On the first day of the new capital when the Viceroy
Lord Hardinge for the first time stepped into the new capital, Biplabi
Mahanayak Rashbihari Bose decided to bomb the Viceroy. If it would kill the
Viceroy it would be good. Even if it didn’t , it would shake the British Empire



and convey a strong message. He breached the impregnable security, the bomb
was hurled and then with his whole team he vanished into air. In the same
evening he organized a meeting in Dehradun in which he condemned the
bombing and the British police for their incompetence. Hardinge had a close
shave. But it conveyed a message loud and clear that the British were no longer
“safe” anywhere in India and that the War has Began. As planned it shook the
British Parliament. Shockwaves ran through the colonial press from America to
Australia. Even the Pope expressed his concern. It boosted the morale of the
revolutionaries as is evident from the Yugantar Circular.

1915 ushered a New Chapter in the history of the Independence movement.

1. After 1857, the first military uprising in the British Indian Army was
orchestrated by Biplabi Mahanayak Rashbihari Bose in 1915 across 26
cantonments of the British Indian Army with his headquarters in Lahore.

2. Flowing betrayal and brutal repressal , Biplabi Mahanayak Rashbihari
Bose left for Japan in the guise of P.N.Tagore. His purpose was to
Motivate , Mobilize and Organize a large scale movement at an
international level to further the cause of India’s Independence. With his
efforts came up the Indian Independence League with its motto
“Vishwas,Ekta,Balidan”, the Pan Asian League and later the military unit
of the Indian Independence League , the Indian National Army or INA.
