Crochet Talma Peterson's 1858

As will all of my patterns, this version shows the pattern as originally printed in italics with my notations for the modern needle worker following in plain print.
This is a pattern which we have designed expressly for the readers of “Petersons.” Materials – Four oz. of white split zephyr, four oz. of colored split zephyr
The first attempt at this pattern used a good deal more yarn than called for to get a heavier, warmer talma.  Knit Picks Palette (fingering weight) 50gm 231 yard balls were chosen to be double stranded for a DK weight and a denser fabric; used 11 balls of main color  and 7 balls of contrast.  No hook size is given in pattern; size “G” hook was used.
The second Talma was done single strand in fingering with a size “G” hook with the number of increases reduce as it appears below. It used 6 balls of main color and 3 balls of contrasting and produced a light lacey garment that proved surprisingly warm for cooler evenings.  A third was made using an “F” hook, single strand, following the original every row increases and produces a full but not exceedingly bulky garment as was the case with double stranding on the first one.
Make a ch of eighty-two stitches with the white wool.
Chain 82 with the main color
1st row – work in sc
Row 1: turn, beginning in third chain sc across to end of chain.
2nd row – work in 8 ch, 2 dc in first loop, 3 ch, miss 3 loops of the first row, make 3 dc in next 3 loops.  Repeat this 3 ch and 3 dc to end of row.
Row 2 : Ch3 (do not ch 8 here as originally suggested), 2dc in first loop of previous row, ch3, miss 3 loops of the first row, make 3dc in the next 3 loops. Repeat this 3ch and 3dc to the end of the row.
3rd row – 3 ch, 2 dc, 3 ch, 4 dc into the 3 dc of the second row, 3 ch, 4 dc as before, continue to the end of the row.
Row 3: Ch3 (counts as one dc), 2dc in each of the two remaining dc of previous row, ch3, 4dc into the next 3dc group of the second row (later the pattern will instruct to make these increases at the same place every row, I did the additional stitch in the last stitch of each dc groups), ch3, 4dc as before, continue to end of row.  At this point the two edges should have 3 dc and there should be twelve 4dc groups.

4th row – 3 ch, 2 dc, 3 ch, 5 dc into the 4 dc stitches of the 3rd row, 3 ch, 5 dc as before. Repeat to end of row.
Row 4:  ch3, 2dc, ch3, 5dc into previous rows 4dc group, ch3, 5dc as before. Repeat to end of row.
Work thirty-seven rows in this manner, widening each row as above described, observing to put the additional stitches in each row in the same place.
Work 37 rows in this manner.  37 more? 37 total? I did 37 total rows.  Increasing in this way, every row will create a perfect circle and consume a great deal of yarn.  It hangs nicely but is very roomy, though has the advantage of being made exactly as the instructions say.  However, for the second one I did I increased every row for the first 19 rows which brought the work to the edge of my shoulder, then increased only every other row thereafter. I found the fit a little nicer and the yarn usage better.  If you tie a bit of different colored yarn onto the increase side of your work it is a nice reminder to do the increase on that side.
For the Border – Use the colored wool. Work in shell stitch, which is done by making 6 dc in groups with 1 long ch between each group, placing the groups in every 3rd stitch of the 37th row.  Do from 6 to 16 rows.
For the border:  Using contrast color work in shell stitch.  Begin on third dc from edge, ch3, 2dc, ch1, 3dc all in one stitch,   skip ch3 space of previous row and work 3dc, ch1, 3dc in first dc of dc group, skip 3dc from previous row and work another shell in the next dc.  Continue to end of dc group and skip ch3 space. Repeat across the row.  Do from 6 to 16 rows.  In the original directions it suggests you put on “long ch” between each shell group.  You will need to do this if you do more than 6 rows of border.  On the 7th row add a ch1 between each shell.  Each three additional rows you will need to increase that ch by one.  
Hood- To be done in shell stitch.  Make a ch of 25 stitches with the white wool.
Hood:  With main color make a chain of 65 stitches (25 is too small and does not work mathematically to reduce for 24 rows)
1st row – sc
Row 1:  beginning in 3rd stitch from hook sc to end of chain.
2nd row – 3ch, 4 dc in groups, placing each group in every 3rd loop of the 1st row.  Do 14 rows.
Row 2:  ch3, skip 3 sc from previous row, work 2dc, ch1, 2dc in the next sc loop from previous row. Skip 3 sc and then work shell in 4th stitch, continue across row.
Row 3:  Ch3, make shell in ch1 space of previous row shell, continue across and continue for 14 rows of shells.  Tie off and break thread.
Make a second square like this.  Connect the two squares with a chain of 20 stitches.
Make a second piece just like the last but don’t tie off or break the thread, instead, ch20 and then sc into the 1st dc of the 14th row of shells of the first shell hood piece. Now tie off an break thread.  What you have is a rectangle, a ch20 and a rectangle.
15th row – shell stitch as before.  Do 24 rows dropping one group of stitches at both ends of every row.  This will bring it to a point.
 Row 15:  beginning at the end of this odd little piece, tie on,  treat the entire piece as one, ch3 and work shells across the whole thing working shells in the ch1 space of previous row’s shells and creating shells across the ch20 space just like done in row two of hood. Then do 24 rows dropping one group of shells at BOTH ends of every row.  This will bring it to a point.  The pattern omits how to make this flat piece into a hood.  Lay it flat. The indented rectangular area created by connecting the two pieces with a ch20 becomes the back neck edge. Fold the work up so that the outer edges meet along a topline, this ends in a kind cone and makes the sc edge of the 1st row of the original two shell pieces the part that goes around the face.  You will need to join the top line to make it a hood.  The edges can be sewn tighter with a slip stitch on one side, ch1, slip stitch into the other side and repeat from face edge to cone tip.  
Border of hood – use the colored wool.  Take up stitches at equal distances. Do 7 rows in shell stitch.  Turn the border up on the hood, and draw to fit, with cord and tassels.  This completes the hood.  Join the hood to the talma, crocheting them together with 1 row of shell stitches.  Cord and tassel fitted to the neck, complete the talma.
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
