The waters of the Jordan of our life

Then Jerusalem and all Judea and all the region around the Jordan were going out to him, and they were baptized
by him in the river Jordan, confessing their sins” (Mt 3:5—6).

The Theophany is about the action
of God, who comes into the waters
of the Jordan of human life!

It is as if all humanity bathed in
the waters of the Jordan. Humanity
recognized the time of its
purification, and the Jordan
received defiled souls. The Lord
takes upon Himself the entire
burden of human filth and cleanses
it at the price of His blood. In the
waters of the Jordan, a great hope
appeared for humanity—the hope of
encountering the living God
through the acknowledgment of
one’s sins.

“Then Jesus came from Galilee
to the Jordan to John, to be
baptized by him” (Mt 3:13).

In the Theophany, the Lord
comes to touch the depth of the ruin
of the human heart. God desires its
purification, renewal, and
resurrection. He seeks its liberation
from the snares of a slave mentality
and from death. God patiently
searches for the Jordan of my and
your thoughts, hidden needs, and
the deepest longings of the heart,
where bright currents of love and
goodness intersect with the
darkness of anger, unforgiveness,
and contempt.

The Lord immerses Himself in
the turbulent and muddy streams of

human life—of actions, unfulfilled
expectations, and dreams. He longs
to enter the Jordan of all illnesses,
temptations, and fears, so that the
human person may become free.
Jesus enters the coldness of my
conscience in order to fill it with
warmth. Today God longs, as never
before, to enter the poverty and
hardship of every Ukrainian
woman, every Ukrainian man, and
all those who care about Ukraine, to
say: “Do not fear, for I love you!”
(Is 43:5).

Am I ready to let God into my
Jordan, into all the fragility of my
life?

The Baptism of the Lord in the
Jordan is the beginning of the
Gospel! With God, a beginning and
eternity are always possible. From
now on, the Lord will try again and
again to enter your heart, your
Jordan—but not through
immersion in icy waters, rather

through every Sacrament of
Reconciliation and every Holy
Liturgy. Deep and attentive

personal prayer can grant you the
experience of encountering the
living God. He can find you in good
retreats, and also through spiritual
guidance.

Today you are that Jordan who
receives God! Time flows like the

waters of the Jordan, and He is still
standing on the bank of the river of
your life, gazing at you with great
love, and waiting... Look at Him as
well! Let Him into your Jordan!
Trust Him!

May the voice that resounded
from heaven — “This is my beloved
Son, in whom I am well pleased”—
touch you as well! May the presence
of the Lord, who enters the Jordan,
fill you with “the grace and love of
God, which will be sufficient” in
your daily life!
