Chrismation: What should we know?

Raised in the Christian tradition, we often have limited knowledge and understanding of
the most important events in the Church: the main sacraments that accompany a person
throughout life. We would like to share with you key facts about the Sacrament of
Chrismation, its history, and its significance in the life of every Christian.

Baptism is the first sacrament a Christian receives: it erases original sin from a person and
transforms them for a new life. In the early Church, there were several stages of a preparatory
period, since people were baptized as adults. Today, children are baptized shortly after birth, which
means that the task of the child’s entire life is to explore and deepen this mystery through constant
learning and spiritual growth. The Sacrament of Chrismation is the second sacrament and is
administered immediately after baptism in the Ukrainian Greek Catholic Church (UGCC).

The word “chrismation” translates as “confirmation,” “completion,” or “seal,” and marks the
moment when the Holy Spirit descends upon the one being baptized. Many prophecies in the Old
Testament speak about the coming of the Holy Spirit. Jesus Himself promised this to His disciples
and fulfilled it on the day of Pentecost: the disciples were filled with the Holy Spirit, who
descended in the form of tongues of fire. The Holy Spirit descends upon everyone who believes
and 1s baptized. Initially, the descent of the Holy Spirit happened through the laying on of hands.
The Sacrament of Chrismation is an invisible sign of invisible grace, which gives the newly
baptized person a special mission and strength to witness to Christ. Through the sacrament of
Chrismation, the bond between the baptized and the Church becomes stronger. The material
element of this sacrament is the mixture of oil, spices, and balm. The variety of fragrant substances
symbolizes the richness of the gifts of the Holy Spirit with which the person is filled. Chrism is
healing; it penetrates the body through the pores—just as nothing is impossible for the Holy Spirit,
who fills the human being.

The word “Christ” means “the Anointed One,” and we, as Christians, are the anointed.

The main parts of the body are anointed in the form of a cross:

the forehead, eyes, nostrils, lips, chest, hands, and feet.



During the anointing, the priest proclaims: “The seal of the gift of the Holy Spirit,” which means
that we become God’s own, receiving His seal. After the anointing, Holy Scripture is read,
signifying that from this moment on, the Christian is called to always defend God's Word.
Chrismation strengthens the person for their life journey. In the Old Testament, only kings and
prophets were anointed with oil. In the New Testament, every Christian receives anointing with
chrism—a special grace, a sign of participation in the royal dignity of the human being, restored
by the sacrifice of Jesus Christ.

When the body is anointed visibly, the soul is strengthened invisibly. This seal is indelible;
therefore, the sacrament is administered only once, just like baptism.

To witness, to protect, and to strengthen one's faith—this is the foundation of the entire life of a
person who has received Chrismation.

From the moment of Chrismation, when the Holy Spirit descends upon a person, they receive the
gifts of the Holy Spirit: wisdom, understanding, courage, knowledge, counsel, piety, and fear of
God.

In this sacrament, the person receives incredible divine strength to become a conscious member
of the Church and, at the same time, a calling to responsible service.
