For the capacity to associate with the dove as much as with the
serpent lives in every man. Even if you do not believe it, it is what you do
throughout your life.

The body of man is filled with light and also with darkness, and the balance is
perfect. Why does he choose the darkness? Because he looks with his senses
turned outwards; because the outer forms reassure him; because in this way he
thinks he can be active and control his life.

Find the other side of all that and return inside yourselves.

. Try to touch the inside of things and do not be prisoners of the dogmatic

principles, for the water of life has to flow and be constantly renewed.
Information that you receive is good at one moment, and is not at another, or at
least it is not as useful.

Commit to your inner life taking the upper hand on your outer life, and do not
believe that in this you will be weaker in the world. Understand that when 2 men
meet, what they look for in the other is strength, the Light, clarity.
