Yahshua gives each believer the Holy Spirit, and with Him come spiritual gifts; abilities

meant to strengthen the believer and build up the body of Messiah. Scripture lists many of
these gifts, showing their purpose and diversity.

1. What Are Spiritual Gifts?

1 Corinthians 12:7 — “But the manifestation of the Spirit is given to every man to profit
withal.”

« Spiritual gifts are special abilities given by the Holy Spirit.

o They are meant to benefit the body of believers, not just the individual.
« Each believer may receive different gifts according to the Spirit’s will.

2. Examples of Spiritual Gifts

1 Corinthians 12:8—10 lists several gifts. Here they are with their scriptural sources:

1 Corinthians 12:11 emphasizes: “But all these worketh that one and the selfsame Spirit,
dividing to every man severally as he will.”

« Every gift is given by the Holy Spirit, according to His will.
« No believer receives all gifts—each gift has a purpose within the body.

3. Key Principles About Spiritual Gifts

1. Given by the Spirit — They are not earned or self-generated (1 Corinthians 12:11).

2. For Edification — Every gift exists to build up and strengthen the body of Messiah
(1 Corinthians 12:7).

3. Diversity and Unity — Though gifts differ, all come from the same Spirit and work
together in harmony (1 Corinthians 12:4-6).

4. Use Wisely — Gifts should be exercised with love and order, as Paul explains in 1
Corinthians 14.

4. Why This Matters

Understanding spiritual gifts helps believers:

e Recognize their unique calling and purpose.

» Appreciate the diversity in the body of Messiah.

e Avoid comparing or competing for gifts, knowing each is given by the Spirit.
« Focus on building up others, not personal status or recognition.

Spiritual gifts are manifestations of the Holy Spirit, given to believers to strengthen, guide,
and edify the church. Every gift has a biblical foundation and is distributed according to
Yah’s will.
