The One Thing That Will Keep You Out of
Yah’s Kingdom

Shalom Family, let’s dive into this topic together and see what the Word of Yah
reveals.

Many people wonder what it really takes to enter Yah’s Kingdom. Is it baptism? Good

works? Keeping the commandments? The truth is, Scripture teaches that there is only one
thing that will keep a person out: unbelief, rejecting Yahshua the Messiah.

1. Yahshua Is the Only Way

Y ahshua made this bold claim:

John 14:6 — “Yahshua said to him, I am the way, the truth, and the life. No one comes to
the Father except through Me.”

There is no back door, no alternate path. Yahshua is the doorway into the Kingdom.
Refusing Him is the same as refusing life itself.

2. Condemned Already Without Faith

John’s gospel makes it plain:

John 3:18 — “He who believes in Him is not condemned; but he who does not believe is condemned
already, because he has not believed in the name of the only begotten Son of God.”

Notice that it does not say the unbeliever will someday be condemned, it says they already stand
condemned. Without faith in Yahshua, a person remains separated from Yah.

3. Forgiveness Covers Every Other Sin



Some think lying, stealing, or immorality will shut them out of the Kingdom. While these
are serious sins, they can be forgiven through repentance.

1 John 1:9 — “If we confess our sins, He is faithful and just to forgive us our sins and to
cleanse us from all unrighteousness.”

Acts 2:38 — “Then Peter said to them, Repent, and let every one of you be baptized in the
name of Yahshua Messiah for the remission of sins, and you shall receive the gift of the

Holy Spirit.”

The blood of Messiah is powerful enough to cleanse any sin. The only sin that remains
unforgiven is the sin of rejecting the Savior Himself.

4. Blasphemy Against the Spirit = Rejecting Messiah

Yahshua warned of one unforgivable sin:

Matthew 12:31-32 — “Therefore I say to you, every sin and blasphemy will be forgiven
men, but the blasphemy against the Spirit will not be forgiven men. Anyone who speaks a
word against the Son of Man, it will be forgiven him,; but whoever speaks against the Holy

Spirit, it will not be forgiven him, either in this age or in the age to come.”

The Spirit’s role is to draw people to Yahshua. To reject the Spirit’s testimony is to reject
Yahshua Himself. That hard-hearted unbelief is what locks the door to the Kingdom.

5. The Door Into the Kingdom Is Open

The good news is that Yah’s Kingdom is open to all who will believe:

Romans 10:9 — “If you confess with your mouth the Lord Yahshua and believe in your
heart that Yah has raised Him from the dead, you will be saved.”

John 1:12 — “But as many as received Him, to them He gave the right to become children
of Yah, to those who believe in His name.”

Through faith in Yahshua, you are born again, of water and of the Spirit, and granted
entrance into the Kingdom.



John 3:5 — “Yahshua answered, Most assuredly, I say to you, unless one is born of water
and the Spirit, he cannot enter the kingdom of Yah.”

The one thing that will keep you out of Yah’s Kingdom is not lack of baptism, not imperfect
works, not a sinful past, not even falling short of keeping His commands. The one thing is

unbelief, rejecting Yahshua the Messiah.

Every sin can be forgiven. Every life can be restored. But there is no salvation apart from
Him. Today, the invitation is open: believe, receive, and enter the Kingdom of Yah.

Until we meet again, may we continue to walk in the undeniable truth of Yah’s Word.
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
