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Cover Crops help improve all aspects of agricultural conservation. Programs to provide cost share for cover crops
should be readily available

Hedgerow Management

Downstream beaver dams causing flooding on farm fields

Deer fencing increases the crop damage to farms without deer fence

Prioritize conservation on farms that are preserved or deed restricted. If the land will be developed in a couple years,
" the benefit of the conservation installed was minimal.

Conservation needs to be applied to the whole farm - not just a single practice and ignore the rest of the farm

Farms that had erosion and agriculture runoff should have to address those resource concerns when applying for
conservation programs

Cutting the "Red Tape" on Conservation Programs - cooperators need to be able to get practices installed quickly &
efficiently
