2. Examples of counting three-digit cardinal
numbers

Two-digit numbers in Arabic are read strictly from right to left (for example, the
number 25 must be read only as "five and twenty," and not "twenty and five").

As for three-digit numbers, both right-to-left and left-to-right reading is
permitted, with all the corresponding grammatical consequences that follow.
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Before proceeding to analyze examples of how to read such numbers, the following
rules must be memorized:

- When reading, the number is broken down into tens, hundreds, and
thousands. For example, when reading the number 1567 (books) from left
to right, we would say in Arabic: "a thousand, and five hundred, and seven,
and sixty (books)."

Note how we broke this number down into 1000 + 500 + 67. Also, note that we

read the tens from right to left («]—"seven and sixty" and not "sixty and

seven"—because two-digit numbers are strictly read from right to left.

- The masculine or feminine gender of the ma'dud (the thing being counted)
affects only the ones out of all the parts of the number (for example, in 367
only 7 will be affected by gender)

- The grammatical case (state) of the ma'dud (the thing being counted) is
determined by the number that comes immediately before it.

- All parts of a three-digit number are declined (if they are declinable) in
accordance with the role of that number in the sentence. That is, if the
number is the object of a verb (mansub), then all declinable parts of the
number—units, tens, hundreds, and thousands—will be mansub.
