SMaCC Education and Travel Grant Information
Overview:

SMaCC travel and education bursaries are available to support additional experience in maternal critical care. Each year there are a maximum of two grants available. 

Grants will be awarded to resident doctors 

· who have abstracts, posters or papers accepted for presentation at meetings related to the field of maternal critical care

· for those travelling to another centre to obtain additional maternal critical care experience (that which is not available at home)
· who are attending international courses or conferences related to the field of maternal critical care

Eligibility:

Resident doctors in training including those in LAT (locum appointment in training) posts

Successful applicants will present their experiences at the next SMaCC meeting and write a short summary for the SMaCC website. 
Applications will be accepted in March and October. Retrospective applications will not be considered. The grant is only available once per resident doctor. 

Support:

Application for amounts up to £1000 will be considered to cover reasonable costs. Receipts of expenses are required for transfer of money. The grant should be used to cover travel expenses, accommodation and course/conference fees only. 

Travel and education bursaries are discretionary. Each application will be considered on its merits by the SMaCC Committee. If more applications are received than bursaries available, applicants will be ranked in order of priority. A decision about the outcome of the application will be provided by 30th April for March applications and 30th November for October applications. Re-application in the next term is possible for unsuccessful candidates. 

If total grants available during one period are not awarded, they will not be rolled over to the next period.
