INSTALLATION GUIDE FOR STONE OR PORCELAIN FLOORING

The profile is to be installed within plastered or gypsum wall
panels. Note that the installation methods differ between the
two.

Prior to initiating any work, ensure that all surfaces are clean.
Verify that the brick wall is straight, level, and free from any
protrusions.

It is essential that all electrical conduits and plumbing pipes are
installed within the brick wall and not within the area
designated for plastering.
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Before installing any finish materials, ensure that the last 20 cm
of plastering is removed or not plastered from the beginning.
Typically, you leave 10 cm from the Floor Finish Level (FFL)
unplastered, resulting in a total of 20 cm from the concrete
level.

If plastering has been done, please remove the lower 20 cm of
the wall and ensure that all the above requirements are met.

You can start floor plastering if installing marble or porcelain
flooring. Make sure the floor plastering reach the brick layer
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Begin the flooring installation process after the floor has been
plastered. It is crucial that the finish material—whether Marble,
Granite, or Porcelain—extends fo the brick level.

This ensures a seamless connection once the profile is installed,
leaving no unwanted gaps.
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After the installation of the finish material and ensuring it is level,
proceed with installing the profile using tile adhesive. To enhance
adhesion, consider adding 10% of 'Addibond' to strengthen the
aftachment to concrete.

Recommended Supplies: Cetox-U or Cetox-H, Addibond.

Construction Adhesive Silicone can be used if the surface is
clean and strongly leveled in addition to fixing the profile using
Masonry fixing screws and wall plugs.
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Begin this step by installing the MRG-001 Profile. First, measure and cut the profile to match the dimensions of the space using an

aluminum blade miter saw.

Ensure that the profile is level with the wall plaster. Check that it sifs properly on the finishing material. Utilize a laser level, if available,
along with a spirit level to confirm that everything is aligned and meets the required standards.

Use any extra materials on site to maintain the profile's straightness until the adhesive sets. Once secured, proceed to apply the mortar

to enclose the profile.
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After confirming that the profile installation is level and the
adhesive has set, proceed to complete the mortar application
and finish plastering the wall.

Ensure that the wall mortar reaches the red dotted line as
indicated in figure e

Following this step, you can begin polishing the marble or
granite, or complete the final finishing steps of the floor material
installed.
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After completing the flooring and wall plastering, the wall is ready for the standard painting process. Apply Latex Putty (e.g., Jotun
Stucco) up to the dotted line as indicated in the figure °

Proceed with the final wall finish of your choice. If the putty stains the profile, do not worry. Once the putty has set, remove any stains with
a slightly wet microfiber towel. Should any scratches occur on the profile's black paint, they can be retouched using a black enamel
paint pen. Ensure all installed surfaces are clean to achieve a smooth and seamless finish.

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Begin this step by installing the MRG-001 Profile. First, measure and cut the profile to match the dimensions of the space using an
aluminum blade miter saw.

Ensure that the profile is level with the wall plaster. Please ensure that you have a sample of the Wood Flooring that will be used and leave
a gap for the flooring under the profile before installation. Utilize a laser level, if available, along with a spirit level to confirm that
everything is aligned and meets the required standards.

Use any extra materials on site to maintain the profile's straightness until the adhesive sets. Once secured, proceed to apply the mortar
to enclose the profile.
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After confirming that the profile installation is level and the
adhesive has set, proceed to complete the mortar application
and finish plastering the wall.

Ensure that the wall mortar reaches the red dotted line as
indicated in figure

Following this step, you can start cleaning the flooring very well
and remove any excess adhesive under the profile to ensure the
HDF or Wood Flooring reaches the layer behind the profile for
normal expansion
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After completing the fiooring and wall plastering, the wall is ready for the standard painting process. Apply Latex Putty (e.g., Jotun
Stucco) up to the dotted line as indicated in the figure e

Proceed with the final wall finish of your choice. If the putty stains the profile, do not worry. Once the putty has set, remove any stains with
a slightly wet microfiber towel. Should any scratches occur on the profile's black paint, they can be retouched using a black enamel
paint pen. Ensure all installed surfaces are clean to achieve a smooth and seamless finish.

Following this step, you can proceed with installing the HDF or Engineered wood Materials you have.
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
