BASIC GUIDELINES FOR CATHOLIC WEDDINGS 

1. The couple should re-confirm their wedding date at least one (1) month prior to their wedding date. 

2. The bridal couple should adhere to the instructions of the person in charge regarding The Order of 

Celebrating Matrimony.  

3. If the Church Choir is required, the couple should meet with the members on during their choir practices, at 

least two (2) weeks prior to the set date of the wedding. 

4. Avoid wearing attire which in-a-way is distracting to the Liturgy. 

5. The couple should be punctual as the celebration should commence at the set time. 

6. Photographers/ videographers should be informed that they are not allowed to step on the Sanctuary at any 

time.  

7. Invited guests should be seated in Church quietly and reverently, with limited movement as they should 

be informed that they are in a place of sacred worship. 

8. Those directly involved (Best Man, Bridesmaid, Paige Boy, Flower Girl, Commentator, Lector) should be 

present for the Rehearsal. 

9. The Commentator and Lector who are chosen by the couple should be Catholics. 

10. A sample booklet which will be provided by the Church may be amended according to the couple’s 

preferences, for example choosing their choice of cover designs, songs, readings & psalms, but there 

should be no addition of unrelated prayers.
