*Horse Health Declara.ons and Rider waiver MUST be completed including PIC 
number, and entry fees paid before riding.  

*Wristband MUST be worn by all compe.tors. No arm band= no entry. This is 
for ALL compe.tors in all events. 

*Ring .ckets available at the shed across from the jumping ring from Friday mid 
morning. 

*HORSE STALLS and stallion boxes are TO BE BOOKED AND PAID FOR 1 WEEK PRIOR TO THE 
SHOW. Booking can be made with the secretary.  

GRAND PARADE WILL BE HELD Approx 3 pm SATURDAY for approx. 30 min. All compeAtors 
are requested to parAcipate.  Lucky Acket prize will be drawn for those that parAcipate 
Sponsored by Luke Petrie.  

 

All compe)tors compete at their own risk, compe)tors acknowledge that ac)vi)es involving horse and ca7le are dangerous, and that accidents causing death, 
bodily injury, disability and property damage can and do happen.  

There will not be any free gate entry or any gate refund to compe)tors. 

MAIDEN – is a horse that has not won a first at any show.  

NOVICE – has not won a champion class at any show. 

SHOW HUNTERS/SHOW HUNTERS –Can only choose one and must stay in that category for the en)re show. 

BREED HORSE are – riding pony, welsh pony, ANSA, Thouroughbred/ Standardbred, ASH, any other breed 

LOCAL – horse and rider must reside within 40 km radius of the Tenterfield Post Office 

DRUG TESTING- drug tes)ng may be carried out at this show, and if drugs are detected then penal)es will apply. 

HELMETS - must be worn by all compe)tors aged under 18 yo with a func)onal chin strap.   

The Tenterfield Show Society reserves the right to make any changes to this schedule without no)ce. Abuse of judges or officials will not be tolerated. 

Prizes may comprise a combina)on of cash and product. 

• All compe))on at this show is governed by these regula)ons and by the Agricultural Socie)es Council of NSW Rules for Discipline in Horse Sec)ons at Shows 
which can be viewed at www.agshowsnsw.org.au. Should it become necessary for the ASC Disciplinary Commi7ee to open an inquiry into any aspect of 
compe))on in this Horse Sec)on, the Society will support any penalty imposed by that Commi7ee as a result of the inquiry and will support penal)es resul)ng 
from enquiries arising from Horse Sec)ons at other NSW Shows.

• The Horse Commi7ee will take all care in managing the Sec)on, but compe)tors taking part in this Horse Sec)on do so at their own risk. Each adult compe)tor 
must, before compe)ng, complete and sign a form indemnifying Tenterfield Show Society Inc. and waiving any claims against the Society for any injury sustained 
in compe))on or for loss or damage to the compe)tor’s property or damage caused by the compe)tor or his/her animal(s) at the Show. A similar form must also 
be completed and signed by a parent or guardian for each compe)tor who is under 18 years of age. ALSO, on each Waiver, EACH HORSE with which the 
compe)tor is involved in compe))on at the Show MUST BE LISTED together with the Property Iden)fica)on Code (PIC) of the property from which the horse 
came to the Show. 

. • The Commi7ee s)pulates that entrants pay a7en)on to correctness of dress for events in which they are par)cipa)ng, and coats must be worn for all hack 
and hunter classes. 

 • For classes restricted to Tenterfield Shire, horses must be owned and permanently stabled within Tenterfield Shire local government area and ridden by a local 
resident.  

• Electric fences MAY NOT be erected on the Showground during Show Week. 

 • Stallions may only exhibit in classes provided. No Stallions may compete in Hack or Hunter classes.  

• All exhibitors and/or grooms entering the Showgrounds shall obey the lawful direc)ons of the President, Commi7ee, Stewards, or employees of the Show 
Society and failure or refusal to do so, shall en)tle the President of the Society to disqualify the Exhibitor and/or the exhibit from compe)ng at the Show and may 
order the removal of the Exhibitor and/or exhibit from the grounds.  

• Exhibitors will comply with the Workplace Health and Safety Act, its Regula)ons and all relevant Codes of Prac)ce.  

• This Society supports the wearing of suitable ASA approved helmets in horse events. 

• In Champion events the horse must be ridden by the same rider who rode it to win in that class. 

 • Only Judges, Stewards, and the Compe)tors in the class being judged will be allowed in the ring. Compe)tors in each class must report to the Judge within 
three (3) minutes of the final call for that class. No more compe)tors in that class will be admi7ed to the ring and judging will proceed. All compe)tors compete 
at their own risk.  

• A Parent/Carer or Parents/Carers of Child shall NOT enter the Show Ring whilst the compe)tor is compe)ng in any event unless so authorised by the Chief Ring 
Steward and two Commi7ee Members, and the Sub-Commi7ee shall take whatever ac)on it deems appropriate. Led ridden classes are exempt from this rule.  

 • While every effort will be made to follow the program the Stewards reserve the right to change scheduling of events.  

• The Society reserves the right to measure horses as required 

No mobile phones permi7ed in the Main Ring by compe)tors. 

 • All protests must be delivered to the Chief Steward in wri)ng within half an hour acer an award has been made, with a deposit of $25 which may be forfeited 
if the protest is dismissed  

• Electrical No)ce. Any exhibitors intending to bring electrical equipment to the Showground will be required to ensure that such equipment is fi7ed with earth 
leakage circuit breakers and that all electrical leads, tools and appliances have been inspected and tagged by a licensed electrical contractor. This is essen)al for 
the safety of yourself, your fellow exhibitors and the general public and is a requirement of the Workplace Health and Safety Act of 2011 The Act imposes very 
severe penal)es in the event of non-compliance with its provisions. Any exhibitors who do not comply will not be allowed to exhibit at the Tenterfield 
Showground.
