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We want potential
employers to focus on

attire (whether dress, skirt,
etc.) is recommended for
females. For females,
closed-toe shoes are
recommended.

We WANT students to bring
their phones! They’ll need it
to check in with employers,
keep up with interviews ,
check their email, etc. Also,
a nice notepad & pen are
recommended to take notes
before and after interviews.
Keeping notes on a phone
DURING an interview is NOT
recommended. 
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
