• ENTJ (The Commander): The "Natural Leader." They see a problem and 
immediately organize everyone to fix it. They are bold, motivated, and get things 
done. 

• ENTP (The Visionary): The "Debater." They love new ideas and playing devil’s 
advocate. They are witty, energetic, and thrive on a good challenge. 

2. The Soulful Dreamers (Diplomats) 

Empathetic, kind, and focused on making the world a better place.

• INFJ (The Counselor): The "Advocate." They are quiet but have very strong 
opinions. They want to help people reach their full potential and find deep meaning. 

• INFP (The Healer): The "Mediator." Gentle, poetic, and kind. They are guided by 
their own inner "compass" and care deeply about being true to themselves. 

• ENFJ (The Teacher): The "Protagonist." They are like the "team captain" of the 
soul. They are inspiring, warm, and naturally know how to bring people together. 

• ENFP (The Champion): The "Campaigner." Pure enthusiasm. They are free spirits 
who see a reason to smile in everything and love connecting with new people. 

3. The Grounded Protectors (Sentinels) 

Practical, hardworking, and the "glue" that keeps society together. 

• ISTJ (The Inspector): The "Logistician." Reliable and fact-minded. If they say 
they’ll do it, consider it done. They value tradition and order. 

• ISFJ (The Protector): The "Defender." Very warm and dedicated. They are the 
friends who remember your birthday and always make sure everyone is safe and 
happy. 

• ESTJ (The Supervisor): The "Executive." They are great at managing things and 
people. They like clear rules and making sure everything is running smoothly. 

• ESFJ (The Provider): The "Consul." The ultimate social butterfly. They are caring, 
popular, and always the first to offer a helping hand. 

4. The Bold Creators (Explorers) 

Spontaneous, energetic, and love living in the "now." 

• ISTP (The Craftsperson): The "Virtuoso." They are masters of tools and machines. 
They are cool-headed, practical, and love taking things apart to see how they work. 

• ISFP (The Composer): The "Adventurer." Quiet artists who live in a world of color 
and sensation. They are flexible, charming, and love to explore new experiences. 

• ESTP (The Dynamo): The "Entrepreneur." They live on the edge. They are smart, 
energetic, and prefer to "do" rather than "talk." They are the life of the party.
