- Para los email o intros, especificar tu profesion y una corta introduccién acerca de
VoS

- Si buscar un lugar que permite mascotas puedes usar los filtros, pero si no
especifica también puedes preguntar en persona (a veces en persona se vuelve un
poco mas flexible cuando te conocen)

- My advice is to enable Daft notifications on your phone and when you see a
notification from Daft app of a place that you might like, immediately email the agent
with a cover letter stating your details.

Briefly mention your move-in timeframe and budget.

e End by politely asking if they'd be open to a viewing or have any questions for
you.
