INTRODUCTION Teacher + Kara Bobowski 

Simona: … everything started with the European project GINA – Green Inclusive Academy 
that is about inclusion and environment. It is a project where Kara Bobowski is involved 
with organizations from 10 European countries. Therefore, within this project we have 
decided to do something for our local community of Modigliana. We have involved the 
voluntary association GAD that has a secondhand shop called “Re-fashion”, and the school 
because we think that is important to share this kind of messages with young generations. In 
addition to talk about sustainable fashion, this project wanted to give space to the 
protagonism of young people. This project also talks about personal style, and 
uniqueness. In fact, this evening, each one will bring their own uniqueness and diversity to 
the stage, because we are all different and unique. Together with the students of the school, 
also Kara Bobowski’s users of our residential centre and sheltered-working centre will parade 
on the stage. So, we leave to the show, enjoy everyone and thank you for being here. 

OPENING MARCO and SOFIA 
Sofia: 
Good evening and welcome everyone. I am Sofia and for several years I have been 
participating in some projects that the Kara Bobowski Cooperative organizes locally and 
internationally. After being in Poland, Bulgaria, and the Netherlands, tonight I am playing at 
home on this Green Carpet. 

Marco introduces himself and explains the participation of the classes in the project, then 
presents the co-presenters and introduces the street style presentation - Gabriele and 
Gianluca Souhaib. 
 

STREET STYLE (10 models) 
1_ Souhaib presents Siria’s outfit 
Outfit consisting of a pair of low-rise baggy jeans that fall straight to the feet. Above them, 
there is a lime green scarf tied to form a short top. 
2_ Souhaib presents Mariam’s outfit 
Normal blue jeans with a silver top. She chose it because it is a casual style that represents 
her. 



3_ Souhaib presents Hafsa’s outfit 
She is wearing a white shirt with pink writing and white fabric shorts in perfect street style. 
4_ Gabriele presents Gina’s outfit 
She is wearing a black ribbed bodysuit and beige shorts she chose for the perfect match. 
5_ Gabriele presents Hamina’s outfit 
She is wearing dark gray jeans with a gray t-shirt. She chose it because it was the only outfit 
that attracted her. 
6_ Gabriele presents Emma’s outfit 
The outfit consists of an orange crop top and low-rise wide jeans. Chosen because she liked it 
a lot. 
7_ Gianluca presents Sara’s outfit 
She is wearing ripped jeans with a gray shirt. Chosen because she has always loved this style 
and it represents her. 
8_ Gianluca presents Gabriele’s outfit 
Gabriele is wearing an outfit he describes as bright and a bit funny. The white t-shirt reminds 
him of winter ice, the blue shirt and pants represent flowing water and the clear sky. The 
yellow tie gives the final touch to this outfit and reminds him of the sun that illuminates and 
melts the winter ice. 
9_ Gianluca presents Leonardo’s outfit 
He is wearing wide military pants with nature colors and a t-shirt and denim shirt. 
10_ Gianluca presents Laura’s outfit 
Laura is wearing pink jeans with an American street style t-shirt. 
 

CASUAL STYLE (9 models)

She is wearing treated and faded jeans with a touch of class of light above. 
2_ Marco presents Lorenzo’s outfit 
Outfit consisting of beige short jeans with a black belt and a black jacket with nothing 
underneath. Lorenzo shows off a bare chest! Let's go into detail with the socks (black) and the 
shoes (beige or black) brought from home. 
3_ Samuele presents Gabriele’s outfit 
Alex tells us about his green and blue outfit, two colors he chose to represent marine and 
terrestrial nature. Green represents for him the woods and meadows of our hills. Blue 
represents the colors of the ocean and our seas. 
4_ Samuele presents Luigi’s outfit 
The outfit Luigi is wearing consists of white shoes, light blue short jeans, and a brown belt. 
Above he has a white shirt with blue references and over it a denim jacket. And to finish, a 
vintage Gucci sunglasses with a white temple and the rest black. 
5_ Samuele presents Francesco’s outfit 
Francesco is wearing, first of all, a radiant smile perfectly in harmony with the yellow pants. 
Above, a comfortable gray cotton jacket and a black t-shirt... seemingly basic. 
6_ Matteo V. presents Anas’ outfit 
Our very lively Anas is wearing a salmon-colored silk shirt and short jeans, a combination he 
chose because it suits him very well. 
7_ Matteo V. presents Yeabi’s outfit 
With an innate predisposition for the catwalk, our Yeabsera, known to all as YABI, is wearing a 
white and light blue striped polo shirt and casual pants. Yabi chose and found exactly what he

CHIC STYLE (11 models) 
1_ Liam presents Matilde’s outfit 
Matilde is chic with a touch of Gothic. A combination of lilac and black multi-material. Black 
tulle sleeves and a metallic belt. 
2_ Liam presents Giorgia’s outfit 
Giorgia chose for the green carpet clothes with silver reflections that remind her the moon 
when it reflects on the sea. 
3_ Liam presents Wahiba’s outfit 
Wahiba is wearing a black dress for us. Underneath, she added a "silk" or other material skirt. 
This is how she created a chic outfit. 
4_ Matteo F. presents Michela’s outfit 
Perfectly fitting for the chic style, Michela is wearing a long coral-colored dress. On her feet, 
she has a pair of white shoes. As accessories, she is wearing a necklace with shells and a 
Pandora bracelet. 
5_ Matteo F. presents Simone’s outfit 
Elegance grows exponentially with Simone, who is wearing a black tuxedo with a pair of 
elegant black pants. A mandatory choice for size sees him dressed as if for a grand gala.

The color of the shirt 
represents water for her and her passion. The shirt is accompanied by a wide brown tulle 
skirt. 
With her is Matilda, another volunteer from Kara Bobowski who comes from Germany and 
chose this outfit because it reminds her of the sea. With her outfit, she shares her reflection: 
if we don’t take care of the environment, the sea level will continue to rise and the whole 
world will change. 
7_ Matteo F. presents Erjon’s outfit 
Here is Erjon, wearing a green shirt with shorts of the same color. His choice is dictated by the 
upcoming summer... 
8_ Levante presents Julia and Kuba’s outfit 
The international guests continue on this Green Carpet. From Poland, here are Kuba, a 
volunteer welcomed by Kara Bobowski for 3 weeks, along with his companion Julia. They 
chose outfits symbolizing water and earth and remind us that circular fashion is important for 
all of us. 
9_ Levante presents Federica and Sofia’s outfit 
Federica chose the green dress because it represents the waves of the sea. The white shawl 



is like the foam created by the waves crashing on the rocks. The whole is accompanied by a 
small black handbag that adds charm to the ensemble. 
SOFIA is wearing a simple blouse featuring chickens and ducks. They remind her of the 
countryside and the whole afternoons spent with her grandmother collecting eggs. 
10_ Levante presents Artiom’s outfit 
First he was in another workgroup, but he was captivated by elegance and he switched to the 
models’ group. He is wearing a very elegant blue suit with a tie. 
 
ORIGINAL CREATIONS  

1_ Levante presents Siria’s outfit 
Ladies and gentlemen, on the catwalk, the splendid Siria with a look that combines style and 
sustainability. She is wearing a black leather miniskirt skillfully made from a pair of pants and 
a leather and tulle corset enriched with blue details on the back. This corset was masterfully 
made from an old tulle skirt, transforming the past into a vibrant present of elegance. Every 
element of this outfit reminds us of the importance of recycling, a practice that not only 
enriches our wardrobe but also helps make our planet a better place. Sustainable fashion is 
not just a trend; it is a commitment to the future, a commitment that we can and must all 
embrace.

2_ Levante presents Gina’s outfit
