Day 1 - Friday, 10 July 2026
Arrival - Beijing

Touch down in Beijing and meet your guide for a one-hour private transfer to your downtown hotel. 

Day 2 - Saturday, 11 July 2026

Beijing's Imperial Splendor
Begin your discovery of the capital city from Tiananmen Square, the political landmark of today's China. Next, enter the 600-year-old Forbidden City, the imperial citadel of the feudal Ming and Qing Dynasties, marveling at the architectural wonders and listening to the most-talked-about stories of the royal families. 
After an authentic Chinese lunch, climb up the artificial Jingshan Hill for panoramic views of the splendid royal palace complex and the central axis of this historic city.

Day 3 - Sunday, 12 July 2026
Beijing

Temple of Heaven, the Great Wall
Start the tour today from the Temple of Heaven, where you will appreciate the elegance of the architecture itself and watch the locals doing morning exercises: playing Tai Chi, dancing with swords, and practicing Chinese calligraphy on the ground with a huge brush and water.
Afterwards, drive about two hours to visit the Great Wall (the less-crowded Mutianyu section). Get on the impressive ramparts with a cable car, hike up a little further to take in the imposing surroundings, and then descend by cable car again for the returning journey back to Beijing.

Transfer via: High speed G train (Duration: about 4.5-6 hours), First Class Seat, arranged by us
Meals: Breakfast,  lunch(included)
Accommodation: Eastern House Boutique Hotel, Eastern King/Twin Room (Classic room)
Local Family Visit at Hutong, Train to Xi'an
Have the morning to walk into one of the few remaining Hutongs, a traditional community featuring narrow alleys lined with a quadrangle courtyard, visit a local family, and enjoy a home-made lunch. 
In the afternoon, your guide will escort you to the train station. Board a bullet train to Xi'an. Arrive in about five hours, then be picked up and transferred to your hotel for check-in.
 
Day 5 - Tuesday, 14 July 2026

Terracotta Warriors & Delicacy Tasting at Muslim Quarter
Today, you will meet the legendary Terracotta Army. Although buried underground for more than 2,200 years, the terracotta warriors and horses still look so alive that you can even imagine different stories from the vivid expressions on their faces, no two of which are the same.
In the afternoon, get back to the city to explore the bustling Muslim Street. You can savor the authentic local noodles or "Chinese burger" - Roujiamo, with pomegranate juice or handmade yoghurt.

Transfer via: Flight (Duration: 2 hours), Economy Class, arranged by us
Meals: Breakfast
Accommodation: Sunrise on The Bund, Standard King/Twin Room
Hanyang Tomb & Flight to Shanghai
This morning, visit Hanyang Tomb, featuring smaller-sized and more colorful sculptures that display various scenes full of vitality. Then, your guide will escort you to the airport for your flight to Shanghai.
Arriving in Shanghai by a 2.5-hour flight, meet your guide for a private transfer to the hotel.

Outside it, stroll around the busy bazaar and visit a silk workshop before continuing to explore the Former French Concession.
