If chemical imbalance, stress, trauma, exhaustion, or life pressure is affecting my mind, give 

wisdom for proper care. 

I reject shame attached to mental struggle. I reject the belief that seeking help is weakness. 
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Your Word says You give a sound mind. I receive steadiness, even when emotions fluctuate. 

If patterns of emotional instability have existed in my family line, I bring them under the 

authority of Jesus Christ. I do not assume, but I surrender every influence to You. 

Stabilize my thoughts. Regulate my reactions. Restore hope where it feels thin. 

Teach me to speak truth over myself. Teach me to take small steps of obedience even on difficult 

days. 

Surround me with wise counsel. Strengthen me to reach out when needed. 

My mind belongs to You. My future belongs to You. 

I trust You in this process.
