Structure and Delivery of the SIA:
6 month block of doing "big stuff" at St James' University Hospital, both elective and emergency.
Opportunities available:
This is mostly about clinical skills and decision making. Major cases include liver resection, oesophagectomy, pelvic exenteration surgery, thoracics, pancreatic resection, upper and lower GI surgery, gynae oncology, endocrine (including phaeochromocytoma), transplant surgery (liver and kidney), emergency laparotomy, and of course robotic surgery.

QI projects are variable - we are often running national studies. There are opportunities to join MDT meetings - renal transplant, high risk thoracics and liver transplant as examples. Much of the block is self directed - residents discuss what cases they would particularly like to do and this is usually facilitated by the rota team.

Competitiveness/early application advised:
We always seem to have senior residents doing an SIA. I think 6 residents, given the variety of work is realistic.
