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PUBLISHER’S PREFACE

The Year of Devotions series is a collection of classic Christian
books containing a short devotion for every day of the year. Each
devotion is usually based upon a single (or partial) verse of
Scripture and has been written in an easy-to-understand style by
pastors from previous generations. Many Christians have long
cherished these works, and we trust that they will be of tremendous
spiritual value for you also.

Devotional books of this nature can be a wonderful help for all
of God’s people, regardless of how long a person has been a
Christian. First and foremost, such devotions are highly
experiential. In other words, they are focused upon Christian
experience — on the practical, day-to-day, spiritual concerns of the
child of God as he lives in this fallen world. Therefore, with the
help of God’s Spirit, the authors seek to do more than just fill your
head with Biblical knowledge and theory. Instead, they strive to
apply those truths to your very soul. Their purpose is to use God’s
Word to convict your conscience, comfort your heart, stir-up your
desires, inflame your affections, as well as inform your mind.

Secondly, the devotions are short and simple. Originally written
for the ordinary believer, each portion can be read in just a few
minutes. At times, the language and expressions of these older
authors may seem strange to modern readers. But through regular
reading, these expressions will quickly become familiar.

Thirdly, these devotional books often make the truths of
Scripture very memorable. The portion of God’s Word upon which
they are based often ‘sticks’ easily in the reader’s memory, provid-
ing him with an ever-growing storehouse of Biblical promises,
commands, exhortations and encouragements. Furthermore,
because these devotions usually have only one, main point of
application, their central lesson is not quickly forgotten, providing
the reader with further opportunity for meditation upon the devo-
tion throughout the day.

Finally, these devotions are especially helpful for Christians who
are experiencing a season of spiritual barrenness or decay. In-
evitably, all believers pass through such times in their Christian
walk — whether it be a period of backsliding, a sense of
disappointment with God, a feeling of hopelessness, or the belief
that He has deserted us. Whatever it may be, we know that during
these times our desire to read the Scriptures and spend time with
God in prayer is not what it ought to be. The direct, pointed
application of spiritual truths which these devotions provide can
often be the spark we need to kindle afresh our love and affection
for the Lord Jesus Christ.

But while there are many benefits, there can also be hidden
dangers for God’s people if these writings are used unwisely. One
of the main temptations, especially in this busy age in which we
live, is simply to read each day’s devotion without ever opening our
own Bible. We open the book to today’s date, quickly read what the
author has to say about the Scriptures, and close the book again -
all without ever reading the Scriptures for ourselves. While this
might be convenient, the practice can be harmful to our own
spiritual health. We persuade ourselves that we are dutifully
reading God’s Word each day, when in reality, we are cultivating
the habit of ignoring Him. Even worse, we start to prefer the
uninspired words of men, over the inspired Word of God Himself.

Therefore, prior to reading each devotion, it is recommended
that the main verse be read within its Biblical context. This could
be just a handful of surrounding verses, or it might be a paragraph,
an entire parable, or even a whole chapter. Use the divisions in
your Bible as a guide. In this way, not only will you avoid the
dangers mentioned earlier, but you will also have a better under-
standing of the verse’s original context.

Of course, no amount of Biblical or devotional reading can ever
benefit our souls apart from the gracious work of God Himself.
The fact that these devotions are short and simple doesn’t mean
that we need less of God’s help. We are forever dependent upon
Him to teach us. Indeed, without His help, even the simplest of
Scriptural truths, explained in the simplest of ways, will profit us
nothing. Therefore, take a moment to implore His assistance prior
to every reading, knowing that He delights to open your eyes, in
order that you might behold wondrous things from His law.
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EVENING REMINDERS

Finally, it must be mentioned that the preparation of these
volumes proved to be much more challenging than first anticipated.
Many of the copies that were consulted for this series contained
typographical errors, spelling mistakes and inconsistencies, and
incorrect Scripture references. In some editions, previous publish-
ers even shortened some of the devotions in order to fit them on to
a single page. Furthermore, some of the writers tended to write in a
sermonic style, resulting in devotions that contain many short,
sharp phrases in quick succession, rather than grammatically
complete sentences.

In preparing these new editions, our goal has been to edit the
original texts only as lightly as was absolutely necessary. We have
used the most complete editions in our possession, corrected any
spelling or reference errors that were found in them, and adjusted
the punctuation where necessary to improve readability. Words
which are now uncommon or archaic have largely been retained,
except on those rare occasions where their current definition would
fundamentally alter the author’s meaning. In such cases, the older
word has been replaced with a modern synonym.

Nevertheless, while we hope that the republication of these
works is an improvement upon previous editions, there are bound
to be some errors remaining. We trust that our readers will forgive
any faults that they may find, and that they will receive rich
spiritual blessings from the Lord as they meditate upon these pages.

May the Lord, who has so graciously made use of
the former volume for the good of His people, and the glory of His
name, make use of this also. May it endear the Saviour, promote
confidence in God, lead to entire consecration of soul to Him, and
be the means of comforting many a weary pilgrim. May we all be
led from the fleeting vanities of time, to the substantial realities of
eternity. Reader, give the Author an interest in your prayers. He
desires two things principally, to be more holy, and to be more
useful. As a member of the oONE cHURCH of Jesus, he desires to
promote the love, peace, and unity of the whole body; ever
remembering, that however we may differ in some things, we are
all oNE IN HiM.

273N UR FAITH IS often weak, and our unbelief very strong. It is

so natural for a sinner to disbelieve God, and it is often
PNAY difficult for a Christian to give full credit to God’s prom-
ises. Sometimes His word appears to be too good to be true. At
other times we have such a vivid sense of our sinfulness, that we
cannot admit that such great and glorious blessings are for us.
Indeed, it is very difficult to believe that God is as good as His word
declares; that His promises belong to such sinners; and that we may
— should — believe, appropriate, and plead them as made to us. We
fear presumption, and so yield to unbelief. We listen to Satan, and
so doubt and fear. But Jesus asks, “If I say the truth, why do ye not
believe Me?” Is then the promise true? Is the promise plain? Is it
made to sinners? Does it flow from grace? Is it given us that God
may be glorified in His mercy, love, and kindness? Then let us
endeavour to believe, to rest on the word, to expect that God will do
as He has said. Let us take our unbelief where we take our other
sins — to Jesus. Let us confess it, deplore it, and cry with His
disciples of old, “Lord, increase our faith;” or with the poor man in
the text, “Help Thou mine unbelief” Help me to conquer it, and to
triumph over it.

She
therefore brought the alabaster box of precious ointment, washed
His feet with her tears, wiped them with the hair of her head, and
anointed them with the ointment. Here is an example for us. We
also are great sinners. Jesus has kindly received us and pardoned
our sins. His love to us is as great as it was to this woman. But is
our love to Him equal to hers?

He follows it with reproofs, rebukes, and expostulations; and at
length He restores it. He convinces of the folly of wandering from
the fold. The soul becomes unhappy in its wandering state, a spirit
of prayer is awakened, concern to return deepens, the sheep creeps
to the Shepherd’s feet, acknowledges its sin and folly, implores
mercy, and cries, “Restore unto me the joy of thy salvation.” It is
taken up by the Shepherd’s power, and carried back with gentle
reproofs to the fold.

%I word? No! But He never promised to sanction sin, or
encourage folly; and this He must do if He answered all our
prayers. In prayer God looks at our motives. He reads our hearts
while He listens to our words. If we pray for temporal things to
pamper our appetites, or gratify our lust, we have no reason to
expect that God will give them. If we ask for spiritual things with a
carnal end, God is just in withholding them. We may ask for good
things that we may become eminent in the estimation of men, be
respected by our fellows, or applauded by the multitude. Even
grace and holiness may be prayed for in order to get a name. Our
object should be simply to honour God, to exalt Jesus, and to
promote His cause. Or, we may ask in an unbecoming manner. We
may be too anxious for temporals. We may be indifferent about
spirituals. Lust may set us praying, and keep us praying; as pride,
covetousness, or envy. See then, the cause why our prayers are not
always answered — the motive, or the end in view, or the spirit
displayed is not good. The prayer is as the design is. Let us ask
then: Why do we pray? How do we pray? For what do we pray?

Not from all trials, for
they are not all evils, but only benefits. Only two things can be said
to be evils: The one is sin, but to the believer, sin is pardoned. In the
believer, sin is crucified; and over the believer, it shall not have
dominion. The other evil is separation from God. But nothing can
separate us from the love of God which is in Christ Jesus our Lord.
Our life should not be characterized by fear, but by love; not by
alarm, but by confidence. The Lord is our keeper, He will preserve
our souls. We may be tried by losses and crosses, by Satan and by
men, by poverty and pain, but all these will work together for our
good. And even death is not an evil; therefore we should not fear it.
Let us live upon Christ; let us live for Christ; let us live like Christ;

It is not a dread of His majesty,
but a fear to offend or grieve His heart. It is produced by the Holy
Spirit, and is a great preventive to sin. IfI fear to offend God, I shall
certainly strive to please Him. If I love Him, I shall fear to offend
Him. This fear makes us cautious, careful, and watchful. It will
often lead us to prayer. It will prompt us to self-examination. It will
lead us to compare our conduct with God’s word. It will preserve
us from presumption, levity, and dishonesty. He that fears God will
not go in the way of sinners, stand in the counsel of the ungodly, or
sit in the seat of the scornful; but his delight will be in the word of
God, and in His book will he meditate day and night. Has the fear
of God influenced us this day? Have we said by our conduct, in our
dealings with our fellow men, “I FEAR GoDp?”

justification — what He will do: come again and receive us unto

Are we redeemed by the pre-
cious blood of Christ? He was foreordained to this work by the
Father. He is all in the dispensation of grace. Are we quickened? It
is by God. Are we taught? It is by God. Have we faith and repen-
tance? They are the gift of God. Do we overcome Satan? It is
because the God of peace bruises him under our feet. Are we
laborious? It is the effect of His power which worketh in us might-
ily. Are we holy? By the grace of God we are what we are. Do we
overcome all our foes? It is through Him that loved us. He will be
all in the world of glory, in the arrival of every child at home. As
the love of God, and the God of love He will constitute our perfect

bliss forever. In our complete and everlasting salvation, God will be
all.

Here the whole Deity is known;

T HESE ARE VERY remarkable words. They are the words of
% gthe Lord Jesus. They were acted upon by Himself. They
contain the very principle which influenced Him in eter-
nity, which induced Him to leave heaven for earth, and which
actuates Him still. He urged this saying upon His disciples, so that
it is probable that it became a kind of proverbial saying among
them. He has preserved it for our instruction and admonition. It is
evidently correct, though not generally allowed to influence men’s
conduct. Receiving implies want and unfulfilled desires. Giving
supposes a possession, an honourable trust. Giving manifests a
generous disposition, and a concern for the comfort of others. It is
acting like God, who created that He might give, redeemed that He
might give, glorifies that He may give. It is a source of pure
pleasure. Let us remember these words of the Lord Jesus when we
go to His throne, and draw encouragement from them to ask for
great blessings, to ask often, to ask with confidence. And let us
encourage others to go to Him, assuring them that He considers it
more blessed to give than to receive. Let us walk by this rule,
prudently, plainly, notwithstanding discouragement.

The promises of God.
2 Corinthians 1:20

@{;T% HE PROMISES OF God are the assurances He has given His
% people, that He will bless them and bestow favours upon
them. They all originate in His divine sovereignty, and
flow spontaneously from His will. They are but the effects and
tokens of His love, the kind expressions and manifestations of His
grace. They are acts of divine condescension which bring the
promiser under a bond, and prove His fatherly care of us and
concern for our welfare. They all rest on the same immutable basis,
even His veracity and faithfulness, and are stored up in Jesus as the
present property of His people. They are so comprehensive that
they embrace time and eternity, and provide what is suitable for
both. They open the heart of Jehovah, challenge the faith of the
Christian, and animate the hopes of the penitent sinner. They are
connected with the mediatorial office of Christ; for as Prophet He
publishes them, as Priest He confirms them, and as King He fulfils
them. They all belong to the same persons: believers — have the
same design: our benefit — and aim at the same end: the praise of
Jehovah’s grace. They all lead us to the same fountain: the fullness
of Christ, and produce the same effects, even admonition, gratitude,
and praise.

T HE DOCTRINE OF salvation by a crucified Jew was in Paul’s
% 2 day peculiarly offensive — many stumbled at it and
perished. And the doctrine of complete salvation by faith
in Christ alone, is still offensive to many. Man naturally desires to
be something, to do something, and to be thought something. But
in the doctrine of salvation by grace, man is nothing — Christ is all.
It presents the crucified One as the object of faith, the alone ground
of hope, and the medium through which every blessing flows. It
places the cross in the centre, directs every eye to it, and makes it
the constant object of attention and attraction. It places all upon a
level — the harlot and the modest maiden — the thief and the honest
man — the poor and the wealthy — the illiterate and the learned,;
and presents salvation to each on the same terms, requiring all alike
to rest upon the finished work of Jesus, and allows no flesh to glory
in God’s presence. This is very offensive to the pride of man. Ina
word, the gospel knows no man after the flesh, but points all to
Jesus, directs each to the strait gate and narrow way, inculcates self-
denial and self-renunciation as necessary to salvation, and shuts up
every soul to this alternative, it must believe in Christ, or perish.
This is the offence of the cross.

A Captain of our salvation, and we are directed to take the
whole of it and use it for our defence. The breastplate which is to
guard the heart, is composed of faith and love — the two principal
graces of the Spirit. Faith is confidence in God. Love is affection for
God. They are distinct, yet united. They differ in nature, yet agree.
Faith always begets love, and love strengthens faith. Together they
make the Christian a match for his foes. Faith always embraces the
Lord Jesus as the Saviour, Friend, and Lord of poor sinners; and love
delights in Him as the visible Jehovah, the fountain of grace, and
the brightness of glory.

We are indebted to sovereign grace for a
name in God’s book of purpose and promise — for an interest in the
Saviour’s person, office, and work — for the benefits resulting from
His obedience, death, and intercession. We are debtors to atoning
blood — for by it justice is satisfied, we are delivered from the wrath
of God, and are rescued from the power of Satan. We are debtors to
divine influence — for by it we were quickened when dead in
trespasses and sins, are taught the will of God, and are introduced
into liberty and safety. We are indebted to a special providence —
for daily, hourly, and invaluable favours. Beloved, let us endeavour
to feel our obligations.

It was to satisfy the claims of justice, to clear
His holiness in the salvation of the people, to display His wisdom,
to manifest His mercy, to put away our sins, and to disclose the
wonders of His love. Let us notice what Jesus displayed when He
was crucified. Here we see his filial obedience to His Father, His
implicit trust in God, His surprising patience under suffering, His
meek, forgiving spirit; His astonishing love to His people, and His
entire submission to the divine will. Let us observe what man
discovered in this transaction. What base ingratitude! What
inexcusable cruelty! What insulting pride! What profound igno-
rance! What fickle instability! Judas shows the power and ten-
dency of covetousness — the Pharisees, the envy and cruelty which
lurks under self-righteousness — Pilate, the effect of the fear of man
— His disciples, the weakness which may be found in honest hearts.
Here, Jehovah is most clearly revealed. The nature of sin is set
forth. The true condition of man is unfolded. The cross unveils
heaven, earth, and hell. Go to the cross to study, to repent, to
believe, to pray, to select an example. It is —

The balm of life, the cure of woe,
The measure and the pledge of love;
The sinner’s refuge here below,
The angel’s theme in heaven above.
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They are the sons of God.
Romans 8:14

‘ Jﬁ;ﬁ’ HO ARE THE sons of God? As many as are led by the
Yﬁ 79 Spirit of God. To what does the Spirit lead the sons of

God'? To know their need of a Saviour, to perceive the
exact suitability of the Lord Jesus, to fly to Him for refuge, to rest
alone on His perfect work, to receive from Him life, light, and holy
peace. In brief, He leads them to loathe themselves, repent of sin,
separate from the world, cleave to Jesus, walk with God, follow
after holiness, and devote themselves to the Lord’s service and
praise. Those who are thus led by the Spirit of God, they are the
sons of God.

! j reigns over the world, but He reigns in them. The Christian
: is at once the habitation, the temple, and the kingdom of
God. In us He dwells and reigns. He takes possession in
regeneration, and is enthroned when we consecrate ourselves
entirely to His service and praise. This kingdom includes reconcili-
ation to God, friendship with God, and entire submission to the will
of God, brought about by the application of the atonement, the
manifestation of divine favour, and the comforts of the Holy Ghost.
Where Jehovah reigns, the soul is justified through the
righteousness of Christ, enjoys holy peace and fellowship with God,
and is happy in a sense of the paternal love of God. The enmity of
the heart is slain, the darkness of the mind is dispersed, the carnal-
ity of the affections is removed, and the person is brought into
subjection to the obedience of Christ.

HIS CHARGE, brought against Job, may often be justly
%Ig brought against us. For though prayer is one of the most

delightful privileges, and is enjoyed as such when under
the influence of the Spirit of adoption, yet when a spirit of bondage
prevails, or we get worldly minded, it is rather a task than a
pleasure. Often are we tempted to keep away from the Lord,
because we are so lukewarm, or cold, or dead; whereas these are the
very things which should drive us to Him. Never let us wait for a
better frame, or more convenient season, but let us go as we are,
and whenever an opportunity offers, to a throne of grace. For if we
restrain prayer before God, we shall soon get cold, careless, and
lifeless, if we are not so. Sin will gather strength, all our graces will
be weakened, and the gift of prayer will wither. Our tempers will
become carnalized, our peace will be disturbed, and the enjoyment
of religion will fade. The things of time will be preferred, gospel
ordinances will become barren, and Satan will gain advantage over
us. Restraining prayer is directly opposed to God’s word. It is
yielding to Satan, grieving the Holy Spirit, and must end in
mischief.

o " AUL WAS A BLASPHEMER, a persecutor, and very injurious to
S &@Q the cause of Christ; but the Lord showed him mercy as a

g pattern to them which should hereafter believe. Here we
see that mercy is free for the vilest; that the Lord has mercy upon
sinners, just because He will have mercy. Paul obtained it without
seeking; anyone may by seeking it. The mercy which the Lord
shows and which Paul obtained, always brings a complete pardon
for all past sins, however numerous or flagrant they may have been.
It brings peace to the conscience, however troubled or distressed. It
produces holiness in the heart which will appear in the life. It leads
the soul to desire and seek the knowledge of Christ above all other
things, and to count everything but dross and dung in comparison
with it. It fortifies the mind to meet, endure, and pass through trials
and tribulation for Christ’s sake. It leads to friendship with God,
concern for the salvation of souls, and binds us to the church of
Jesus by strong and various ties. Reader, have you obtained mercy?
Has it had the same effect on you as it did on Paul? Whenever
mercy is obtained, the fruits and effects of its reception will appear.
Precious must be that mercy which brings so many blessings in its
train.

His people” He is so great, and they are so insignificant. He is so
holy, and they are so polluted. He is so glorious, and they are so
mean. But He chose them in preference to others, when all lay
before His eye. He redeemed them, when enslaved and alienated
from Him. He claimed them, when held fast by their tyrannizing
foe. He possesses and enjoys them as the objects of His love. He
inhabits them as His temple. He protects them as His children, and
He will dignify them in heaven forever. They are the Lord’s lot, His
inheritance, His vineyard, His garden, His spouse. Think, believer,
of the honour conferred upon you in calling you the Lord’s portion!

Here is the mercy that pardons sin, that introduces to the
enjoyment of all gospel privileges, and that blesses the praying soul
far beyond its expectations. With the Lord there is mercy and He
loves to display it.

This should
encourage the miserable to approach Him. This informs the fearful.
They need bring nothing to induce Him to bless them. This calls
upon backsliders to return to Him, and this is calculated to cheer
the tried Christian under all His troubles and distresses. Remember,
mercy is like God: it is infinite and eternal. Mercy is always on the
throne. Mercy may be obtained by any sinner.

T HAT IS THE GOSPEL. It reveals life in the promise, and in the
% gperson and work of Christ. It presents life as God’s free
gift to the condemned and guilty. It is employed to
produce life through the power of the Holy Ghost. The life which it
reveals, presents, and produces, stands in the favour of God — in
union to the person of Christ — in the possession of the Spirit — in
fellowship with the fountain of life — in freedom from all condem-
nation, and in a title to eternal glory. This gospel is entrusted to us.
It is entrusted to us for others, and we are to hold it forth as a light
in a dark place — as food provided for hungry sinners — as a pardon
for condemned criminals — and as a rule for quickened souls. It is
to be held forth in the public ministry, by a holy conversation, and
by every possible means.

E Ny hath brought forth His righteousness; in them the Lord hath
AEJA put His Holy Spirit. They are just before God in Jesus, and
they are consistent before men, bringing forth the fruits of right-
eousness to the praise of His glory. They are compared to a branch,
which is united to, and forms part of, the parent tree. So are they
united to Jesus and one with Him. All their support is from Him,
and they derive all their supplies from His fullness. He is the source
of their life, beauty, strength, and fruitfulness. Apart from Him
they are barren, withered, and dead. He supplies them secretly, as
the tree does the branch with sap. But He sheds on them also the
dew of His grace, and the showers of His blessing. In consequence
of this they grow, flourish, and bear fruit. He prunes them by
afflictions, but it is only that they may bring forth more fruit.
Autumnal winds may strip them, and wintry frosts may lay them
bare, but their life is in the root — hid with Christ in God. See
beloved, the effect of union to Christ — we flourish. See the
doubtful state of some professors. See the proof of a righteous
state, even a consistent course.

T HAT ROCK WAS Christ. He was first promised, then prefig-

which hides His timid and fearful ones. In this rock we are safe.
From this rock, we can see the land which is very far off. By this
rock, we are sheltered from the storm and screened from the
scorching sun. We often wander from it. At a distance we learn its
value and sigh for the privilege it confers. But wherever we may be,
it is accessible to us. Yet we need a guide to conduct us, and a friend
to assist us.

Prayer is always allowed, approved, encouraged, rewarded. Led to
Him, we shall be raised above our fears, above our foes, and above
our expectations. He is able to do for us exceeding abundantly
above all that we can ask or think.

P2 1O ARE CHRIST'S? The saints whom He hath set apart
Q@%Kf}j for Himself. Those who worship Him as their God and
AL Saviour; or Christians who believe on His name, surren-
der at His call, and submit to His will. All Christians, though of low
stature, though compassed about with infirmities, though often cast
down through doubts and fears, they are Christ’s, and in conse-
quence His Father is theirs — His Spirit is theirs — His righteous-
ness is theirs — His atonement is theirs — His peace is theirs — His
wealth is theirs — Himself and all He has is theirs. If they are
Christ’s, He will defend them as His property, support them as His
children, and cherish them as His bride. If we are Christ’s, then we
should entirely listen to Him when He speaks — cheerfully obey
Him when He commands — refuse to believe anything that may be
suggested against Him by Satan or men — always own Him as our
Lord and Master —frequently visit Him on the throne of grace, at
His table, and in His house — live upon Him now, in hope of living
with Him forever and ever. Reader, have you good evidence that
you are Christ’s?

At
length he is aroused from his lethargy, and then he humbly con-
fesses his transgressions unto the Lord. His confession was pre-
ceded by conviction, it was attended with compunction, it was
confirmed by supplication, and it was crowned with forgiveness.
“The Lord hath put away thy sin” Sin appears before God pleading
against the sinner. The Advocate appears also, opposing it. He
prevails, and God pardons the grievous offender. His sin is so
forgiven, as to be forgotten. This is pardoning like a God. Observe,
the man that frankly and honestly confesses his sins will find that
God fully and freely pardons. If God puts away our sin, our
enemies shall search for it in vain. It shall not be found. If God
casts your sins behind His back, you will often place them before
your face, in order to humble you, to preserve you from turning
again to folly, and to inspire you with gratitude and love. So did
David. He says, “My sin is ever before me” Pardoned sinners are
always sorry for sin, afraid of sin, and watchful against sin.

It is the last
that will be destroyed, for God has decreed it, Christ has promised
it, saints pray for it, the church anticipates it, and Jesus is coming to
execute the judgment written. Yes, it shall be destroyed certainly,
perfectly, forever. But even now the saint may defy its power, be
reconciled to its attack, long for its stroke, rejoice in its arms, and
spring from its grasp to the enjoyment of unspeakable glory.

But they at times refuse to hear the voice
of the charmer. The Lord has perhaps taken away an idol — or He
witholds His sensible presence, that they may learn to live by faith
— or He has blighted their worldly prospects — or He has written
vanity and emptiness upon all their gourds, cisterns, and delights.
They give way to passion, as did Jonah — or they sink into sullen
gloom — or allow unhumbled pride to rule the spirit — or yield to
extreme sorrow, as Rachel did — or fall under the power of
temptation — or imbibe the notion, that they have no right to
comfort. This is wrong, all wrong, decidedly wrong. Look at what
is left you — at what the gospel presents to you — at what heaven
will be to you. But the psalmist was recovered from this state. He
was convinced that it was wrong. He was sorry for his sin. He was
reformed in his spirit and conduct. He wrote this psalm to instruct,
caution, and warn us. Observe: they who are entitled to all comfort,
often through their own folly, enjoy the least. The Lord’s people
are often their own tormentors. They put away the cup of comfort
from them, and say they are unworthy of it.

They think they must do something, besides
believing in Christ, in order to acceptance with God; or they must
feel something more than they have done before they are entitled to
joy in God. Such do not perceive that they are putting what they do
or what they feel in the place of Christ; or are at least connecting
these things with Christ, as if He alone was not sufficient. They are
just doing what the Galatians did, who made circumcision neces-
sary to salvation; and to whom Paul said, “Christ is become of no
effect unto you, whosoever of you are justified by the law, ye are
fallen from grace” Beloved, it must either be grace alone, or works
alone, which must form the ground of our acceptance with God.
Let us therefore fix the eye, and place the dependence of our souls
upon Christ, and upon Christ alone.

Try things that
differ, and approve the things that are excellent. There are excellent
institutions, assist them — excellent gifts, seek for them — excellent
doctrines, embrace and hold them fast — excellent duties, perform
them — excellent attainments, aspire to them — excellent ordi-
nances, attend to them — excellent Scriptures, search them —
excellent enjoyments, pray for them. Prove that your eye is clear to
discover, and that your heart is sanctified to approve. Endeavour to
distinguish between the law and the gospel — between nature and
grace — between conviction and conversion — between profession
and possession — between graces and their counterfeits — between
Scriptural doctrines and the opposite errors — and approve the
things that are excellent.

Let us then enquire tonight: Is Jesus our Master? Do we view Him
as such? Do we consult His will in all we do? Do we act as under
His care? Do we often ask ourselves the question: Will this please
my Master? Do we look to Him for our supplies, for our orders, and
for our reward as servants should? O may the Holy Spirit daily
impress these thoughts upon our minds — I am Christ’s servant. He
is my wise, holy, and generous Master. My own business is to
please Him. My one object should be to secure His approbation.
The world can have no claim upon me. Satan has no right to me.
The flesh ought not to rule in me. Beloved, have you been serving
Jesus today? Have you consulted His word? Have you sought His
grace? Are you upright before Him?

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ABOUT THE AUTHOR

James Smith (1802-1862) was a 19th century English Baptist
pastor who became a prolific and much-loved devotional author.
Called to the ministry in his mid-20s, he served as pastor of two
churches in Cheltenham over a period of 12 years. In 1841 he
accepted a call to the New Park Street chapel in London - the
church which Charles Spurgeon would later pastor for almost 40
years. Health issues eventually forced him to leave London in 1850,
and he eventually returned to Cheltenham to pastor a third church
in the area from 1852 until his death. In total, he authored more
than 50 books, along with numerous tracts and articles for various
Christian periodicals and magazines.

Smith’s writings were full of Christ, and he sought to magnify
and exalt His precious Saviour in every book. He aimed to not only
cultivate a genuine love for the Lord Jesus in the hearts of his
readers, but to see such love for Christ manifested in their everyday
lives. In the preface to his popular The Believer’s Daily Remem-
brancer, he wrote:

“In this little work, I aim to speak in the closet, in the cottage,
in the kitchen, and even in the field, to the different classes of
the Lord’s family; endeavouring to draw them nearer to their
God and gracious Father. My desire is to promote the power
of godliness; and these little pieces are written to convince,
comfort, and correct; to fan the flame of devotion, and to
produce holiness of heart and life...Habitual dependence
upon God for all we need, acknowledging the hand of God in
all we receive, and walking with God, notwithstanding all
that may happen to us below, enter into the very vitals of
genuine Christianity; and it is only while we are thus acting
that we enjoy peace with God, and walk in the comforts of
the Holy Ghost”
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ABOUT THE AUTHOR

Most Christian authors would naturally have similar desires.
But whereas many are able to speak about the Christian life in
theory, Smith had first-hand experience of the truths that he wrote
about. In God’s providence, he learnt them by passing through his
own fiery trials. Smith’s father died while he was still an infant,
and as a young child he was pressed into the workforce to help his
mother support the family. As an apprentice and employee, he
battled with the opposition that he received from ungodly co-
workers. As a father of at least seven children, he saw three of
them die at an early age. As a pastor, he experienced the hatred,
slander and nastiness that sometimes comes from professing
Christians, and he went through more than one bitter church split.
Nor was he exempt from health and financial worries either. In
addition to all this, Smith endured the normal internal battles
against sin that plague every believer, while also bearing the heavy
burden for the souls of others that accompanies a faithful ministry.

Not surprisingly, Smith’s writings began to resonate with other
readers who were enduring similar trials. Through his pen, they
were being comforted with the same comfort that he himself had
received from God (2 Cor. 1:4). Before long, Smith’s books began to
spread throughout England and eventually around the world.
Many wrote to him, expressing gratitude for the tremendous help
they had received, or explaining how God had used his writings to
awaken unbelieving friends and relatives. Hungry souls were being
fed, and for a while, his writings were even more popular than
those of Charles Spurgeon. Sadly, his works are now largely un-
known by most 21st century Christians, but it is hoped that as more
of them are reprinted, the Lord will again use them to exalt Christ
and bless the souls of His beloved saints.

Further information about Pastor James Smith can be found in
his autobiography, Marvellous Mercy, as Displayed in the Life and
Experience of the Author, James Smith of Cheltenham. The first
edition contains a record of his life up until August 1861, and was
published prior to his death in December of the following year. In a
subsequent printing in 1864, his son Joseph Smith, provided some
additional details about Pastor Smith’s final months.

EVENING REMINDERS

Brief Timeline

Born in Old Brentford, Middlesex (19th November).

Taken from school to work in a soap factory to help his
widowed mother earn an income for the family.

Commenced work as an apprentice fell-monger (tanner
and dealer of sheepskins).

Conversion (28th February).

Publicly baptized (31st March) and received into church
membership (2nd April).

Marriage to Ann Cook (29th August).

Moves to Chertsey for work purposes as his employer’s
fell-monger business begins to expand (April).

Preaches publicly for the first time at Alton from Ps. 9:18
(19th November). It was his 24th birthday. Preaches twice
more that same day from Zech. 9:10 and Zech. 13:1.

Brentford church sets him apart for the ministry of the
Word (March), and he begins preaching in various places
as needed.

Accepts an invitation to preach for a 12 month trial period
at Cheltenham, with the possibility of becoming the
church’s pastor. During this time he faced severe opposi-
tion from some in the church, and a number of members
decided to leave.

Ordained as pastor of Bethel Chapel in Cheltenham (26th
May) and the church continues to grow, despite ongoing
controversies. Members with hyper-calvinistic and anti-
nomian views become increasingly critical of his ministry
and message. In order to divert his mind from these trials,
Smith begins to write, print and circulate gospel tracts.

Death of daughter Mercy.

Death of 19-month-old daughter Anne after a three day
illness (13th Jan.)

Death of son Charles.

Comes to believe in the universal offer of the gospel to all
lost sinners, and determines to start calling them to repent

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and believe in the gospel, and offer them the Lord Jesus as
Saviour. Previously, he held the view that gospel invita-
tions should only be made to sinners who had been made
to feel their need of Christ. He anticipates further opposi-
tion from the church as a result.

The church situation deteriorates further and he resigns as
pastor of Bethel Chapel. A number of members also leave,
and he begins preaching among them at a local gallery for
the next three months.

Becomes pastor of the newly-formed Salem Baptist Chapel
in Cheltenham (1st January). Though the original prem-
ises could seat 600 people, the congregation numbered
more than 1200 within just 2 years and the building had to
be enlarged.

Resigns as pastor of Salem Chapel (9th November) and
accepts a call to New Park Street Chapel, London. He
describes the London church as ‘in a very low state, and
the congregation very small, but between 400 and 500 new
members would be added to the church during his pas-
torate.

Resigns as pastor of New Park Street Chapel (February)
due to ongoing lung and asthma problems. Commences a
two year trial at Byrom Street Chapel in Liverpool (Au-
gust) which only lasts until the end of the year.

Invited to oversee the church at Shrewsbury for 12 months
(February).

Returns to Cheltenham to pastor a church which was
meeting in Ebenezer Chapel (February). This church,
which had formed in 1843 from previous members of
Salem Chapel, was now itself in danger of disbanding. It
recovered under Smith’s ministry and would soon become
Cambray Baptist Church.

Suffers a sudden stroke and paralysis (September), which
prevents any further work as a preacher or writer.

Death at the age of 60 years (15th Dec.)
