The death of Jesus seen from the outside was 

a great tragedy. One of his closest friends 

betrayed him, while the others fled in terror. 

Rejected and ridiculed, he died on the cross as a 

criminal and a blasphemer. Even God apparently 

abandoned him. From the human point of view, 

Jesus’ life was an utter failure. The powers of evil 

seemed to have defeated and destroyed him. 

But, God has proved that the evil shall prevail 

and death is not to have the last word. To the 

absolute obedience and infinite love of His son, 



God of Father responded by raising him from the 

dead. The resurrection of Jesus is God’s victory 

over sin and Satan. By the death and resurrection 

of Jesus, not only the sinful humanity but the 

whole universe has been redeemed. The 

resurrection reveals the meaning of human life 

and the dignity of the human person. 

Although Jesus had foretold about his 

resurrection, even the apostles found it difficult 

to believe that he really rose from the dead. All 

their hopes and dreams were shattered by the 

brutal fact of the crucifixion. Not even the empty 



tomb was sufficient proof for them. Only after 

meeting the risen Lord and eating with him could 

they believe that the one who died on the cross 

has really defeated death. This new awareness 

filled them with joy and courage. 

The disciples who went to Emmaus 

recognized the risen Lord at the breaking of the 

bread, the most primitive form of the Eucharistic 

celebration. We too can meet the Lord today in 

the celebration of the Eucharist. It was Thomas 

the apostle who confessed for the first time the 

faith of the Church in Jesus as God and the Lord. 



The fourth gospel in reporting the confession of 

Thomas emphasizes his faith rather than his 

disbelief. Moreover, this episode teaches that 

even those who could not see the risen Lord, 

should believe the apostolic testimony and 

confess him as God and the Lord. 

Peter, the leader of the apostles was given 

the opportunity to confess his love for Jesus 

three times in compensation for his three 

denials. As God the Father has sent him, Jesus, 

the risen Lord sent his apostles to proclaim the 

Good News to the whole world. This is the 



mission of the church and all the believers 

participate in this mission. 

The ascension into heaven proclaims aloud 

and graphically depicts that Jesus has entered 

into the glory of the Father through his death 

and resurrection. Though invisible to the human 

eye, he is always with us, beyond the limitations 

of time and space. This truth is revealed in the 

last verse of the gospel of Mathew. 

The resurrection of Jesus is the guarantee 

that we too will be once raised from death. This 

will happen only at the end of the world. With 



the resurrection of the bodies, death itself will 

cease to exist. Hope in the resurrection and 

eternal life enables the believers to accept all the 

trials and suffering of this world with joy and to 

stand for truth and justice under all 

circumstances with courage.
