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Have you ever actually looked at a snowflake under a
microscope? It's pretty wild—almost every ice crystal has six
sides, just like the Star of David. And that's not random.
It comes down to chemistry. When water freezes, the molecules
lock together in this specific pattern that naturally creates six
points spreading out from the center. The same shape as the
Magen David.
But here's the really cool part: even though they all have that six-
pointed structure, every single snowflake is different. Each one
forms under slightly different conditions as it falls, so no two are
ever the same. Kind of like people, right? We all share something
fundamental, but everyone's journey makes them unique.
The Star of David has two triangles—one pointing up toward
heaven, one pointing down toward earth. It represents how we're
supposed to reach upward spiritually but also bring that goodness
down into the real world through our actions. Both directions
matter. And if you look closely, the opposite sides of the triangles
are parallel to each other. They never meet but they're always the
same distance apart. It's like a reminder that despite our
differences, we're all equal before Gd.
So next time it snows, remember: every flake falling from
the sky carries the shape of the Star of David, each one
unique but all equally part of something bigger, and like
us, each carries the imprint of Gd’s creation.

1.   Originally, until we could determine a “fair” structure for dues, and
wanting to prevent dues from being a stumbling block to membership,
we set a minimal membership fee, shared our projected expenses, and
invited members to make any additional donation(s) their budget and
conscience allowed.

2.   A significant number of people, previously used to having a set dues
amount,  did not understand the concept of paying the minimum $25
fee and being expected to pay an additional amount of their choosing

3.   Despite this confusion, we still managed to receive a significant
amount of member donations that nearly covered our budget.

4.   The BE board has studied options for establishing dues and has come
up with what we consider to be a fair, structured - and yet still voluntary
-  dues level that provides members with a suggested donation.

If you would like to experience a fun, musical
version of a Saturday Torah service, join Rabbi
Rudnick & Anna Jaffe as they lead a special
monthly service just an hour away in Prairie Village.

So far, BE has only been able to offer a Torah
service (the core of a Saturday morning service)
on a few occasions: the High Holy Days, Shabbat
Shuvah between Yom Kippur and Rosh Hashanah
(our own mini Shir L’Shabbat), and when Simchat
Torah has lined up with our Friday Shabbat service.

Over the past year, a formal Jewish community has been established on Fort Leavenworth,
led by Jonathan Freiden in his role as DRGL (Designated Religious Group Leader). This
growing community serves Jewish service members, families, civilians, and retirees
connected to the post. Many of them arrive from across the country and around the world
seeking connection and continuity in Jewish life.

Since its founding, this Fort Leavenworth Jewish community has already hosted several
meaningful programs, including a Hanukkah celebration, a Judaism 101 educational series,
and community Shabbat dinners. These gatherings have helped create a welcoming space
for people of varied backgrounds and levels of observance, offering both spiritual grounding
and a sense of belonging within the unique rhythms of military life.

The goal at Fort Leavenworth has been deeply rooted in Jewish values: to build a warm,
inclusive community where Jewish life is accessible, supportive, and centered on
relationships. In a setting defined by frequent transitions and demanding schedules, Jewish
community can serve as an important anchor.

As the Ft. Leavenworth community continues to take shape, there is great excitement about
working closely with Beit Echad. Beit Echad’s inclusive spirit and commitment to
meaningful, relationship-centered Jewish life make it a natural partner.

Looking ahead, there are many ways our communities might begin to connect. These could
include joint Zoom Shabbat or holiday services, allowing participation across distance;
shared learning programs, spiritual care support, holiday experiences; and reciprocal visits,
with Fort Leavenworth community members joining Beit Echad in St. Joseph and Beit Echad
members visiting the post for special services or celebrations. Collaboration could also
extend to shared social-action initiatives, reflecting our shared commitment to tikkun olam.

Jewish tradition teaches that community is built through presence, partnership, and care for
one another. We look forward to deepening relationships with the Beit Echad community
and exploring how, together, we can strengthen Jewish life for all those we serve.

On Friday, January 23rd, the following email was sent to our Jewish community about a
Lafayette High School sociology project to educate the community about St. Joseph Jews
and Jewish history: 

Brooke attended our January 30, Shabbat service to further explain the project, its goals,
and how we can participate and support her students. Her 15-student class is being freshly
introduced to Judaism. Like her (before marrying into a Jewish family, visiting Auschwitz,
and researching the history of her in-laws - the Rich, Friedman and Feldman families) she
had no knowledge of the existence of Jews in St. Joseph, let alone Jewish practices,
locations, or ‘who we are’. 

Do you have an expertise/knowledge about Jewish practice? Perhaps Judaica that can be
shared and explained (even explaining a yarmulke/kippah, menorah/hanukkiah, torah,
prayerbook. How about family history, Jewish settling and synagogue history in St. Joseph? 

She is looking for any stories, memorabilia, show-and-tell, or history that you can share
with her or her class. She will be collecting data and our input over the months of February
and March in preparation for setting up a permanent display at the St. Joseph Museum on
Frederick, with hopes of continuing to expand it over the coning years.

To our knowledge, outside of past Rabbi’s reaching out thru MO Western, or occasional
visits by church groups, and our mere existence, there has been no structured, permanent
exhibition of Judaism in St. Joseph. THIS IS TRULY AN AMAZING THING that Brooke is doing
and A TREMENDOUS OPPORTUNITY FOR US TO BE A PART OF IT!
