Captains fill in names at the beginning of each set, up to and including 2 points games (dashed line). Only circle 1pt or 2pt for win-
ning team, Do NOT circle Allstars. You must fill in the SCORES and All-Star points after each game or Win/Loss and All-Stars will
NOT be credited. Use the checkbox for 8-on-breaks. If no All-Star points are earned put an “X” so it can’t be changed later.
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HOME team breaks first game. After that, the loser of each game will break the next game. No player may play two games in a
row except last 2 games. Only 1 player may play 5 games, all others must play 4 or less. No player may play more than two 2-point
games. ONLY 2 players may play two 2-point games each.

Games start at 8 PM. If no one is there by 8:15 PM, you lose the first game. If no one is there by 8:30 PM, you lose the first 2
games. If no one is there by 8:45PM, you forfeit the match. A forfeit is 15 points. Call League Commissioner right away on forfeits.

All-Star Points: Run 5 =5, Run 6 =6, Run 7 =8, Run 8 = 10, Eight on break = 10 (use checkbox), Break and run = 20. You LOSE: if you
put 8-ball in before time or wrong pocket, if 8-ball goes off table at any time, or if cue goes off table when shooting 8-ball.

You DO NOT LOSE: if you miss hitting the 8-ball when shooting at it (it’s ball-in-hand for opponent), if 8-ball does NOT go in clean.
FOULS: All fouls are ball-in-hand for your opponent except for the break when it’s behind the line.
