DO NOT FOLLOW THE CROWD 
"When Daniel knew that the writing was signed, he went into his house and he kneeled on his knees three times a day, and prayed, and gave thanks before his God, as he did before." (Dan 6:10 NHEB)

Daniel is a prominent figure in the Bible, well known for his wisdom and faith in God. The hard times he faced as an individual and the challenges he faced together with his friends are not what anyone would wish for. 

Daniel had the choice of eating the king's delicacies or eating vegetables. He chose vegetables. Daniel said, "Test your servants for ten days; and let them give us vegetables to eat, and water to drink." (NHEB Daniel 1:12)

On another occasion, Daniel was faced with a choice between turning his back on God and being eaten up by lions. The condition is, ask anything from any other entity apart from the god carved by the king, then, you risk being fed to the lions. Surprisingly, Daniel did not mind being thrown into the lions' den. 

Daniel 6:10 says, "When Daniel knew that the writing was signed, he went into his house (now his windows were open in his chamber toward Jerusalem) and he kneeled on his knees three times a day, and prayed, and gave thanks before his God, as he did before." (NHEB)

Daniel was determined not to defile himself with the king's delicacies. He also chose to serve God despite facing the danger of being devoured by lions. These are foolish choices, you would say. I too do not understand why one should be 'so irrational' to make those choices. But do you know what? God always came through for him. 

As in the times of Daniel, people still face challenging circumstances. If you are a child of God, you cannot follow what seems good in the eyes of the crowd as against the counsel of God. You need to learn to choose wisely as Daniel did. Choose to follow God and His Way, and He will come through for you as in the case of Daniel. DO NOT FOLLOW THE CROWD. 
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
