From the Pastor’s desk:
IF IT HAD NOT BEEN THE LORD….! 
“If it had not been the LORD who was on our side, now may Israel say” (Psalm 124:1 KJV)
When I was much younger, I loved to travel a lot. Whenever I travelled, my preference was to sit next to the driver so that I could watch and learn how they drove. By and large, I typically learned to drive by observing. 

I got my first car in 1999. For the joy of acquiring a new car and the curiosity of being behind the wheel, I embarked on a journey from Lagos to Ibadan, an 80.6-mile drive on the motorway. About two miles to the toll gate in Ibadan, there was a car before me. The car was so sound and moving at a high speed. The speed of the car wouldn’t matter; all I wanted was to overtake, and I did. To me, it was an adventure, anyway. But I was able to overtake because the driver intentionally avoided competition. 

Shortly after I overtook, the driver overtook again and waited for me at the toll gate. When I got to the toll gate, he approached and told me politely that he avoided competing because it could lead to an accident. He advised me to desist from such driving style. More so, my car could not stand beside his in any way. I knew I was wrong; so, I sincerely apologised. 

Two days later I drove back to Lagos. Due to what I noticed with the car, I went to the mechanic and complained that the car was jerky when on high speed. When the mechanic checked, what he discovered was incredible! He was motionless. He stared at me for a long time. Eventually he queried: “Sir, how did you drive here?” I was confused with his question. Shaking his head and then, nodded, he remarked, “Undoubtedly, God loves you.” 

What did the mechanic see? Behold, the mechanic unscrewed the propeller shaft with his bare hand! Imagine what could happen if the propeller had removed at top speed! If it had not been the LORD….!

Beloved, I just told my own story. You may have a similar or a scarier story. I encourage you to think deeply and use the occasion of today to give uncommon worship to God, knowing that If It Had Not Been The LORD Who Was On Your Side, apparently, it would have been a different story.
