From the Pastor’s desk:
DESPITE THE ATTEMPTS!
“He who dwells in the shelter of the Most High will remain secure and rest in the shadow of the Almighty [whose power no enemy can withstand].” 
(Psalms 91:1 AMP)
Look closely at this verse. The expression is so profound and persuasive. It may be an expression from personal experience. It does not look like a suggestion but a reality. The writer was convinced that if anyone chooses to dwell in the secret place of God, the Most High, he or she will enjoy, as bonus, basking in His shadow where no power of the enemy can harass.

Ruminate over this for a moment. Has this ever been true? Consider the life of David, who appeared to be the probable writer of this psalm. 

In Biblical narration, the Benjaminites are renowned for their exceptional skill in using the bow and arrow. They were formidable warriors. King Saul too, was from this tribe. How many times did he throw an arrow to kill David? 

King Saul made 14 recorded attempts on David’s life, and threw a javelin to kill him, at least three times. Saul’s attempts are probably more. But have you ever stopped to ask why none of these attempts worked, especially from a man of war like Saul? How come he was never able to hit target for once, despite being so skilled at it? It is not about David’s power but about the man who chose to be resident in the secret place of God! 

Despite Saul being highly skilled in using the bow and arrow, the LORD delivered David. Several attempts were made on David’s life, but the LORD rescued him. As this season of protection and provision continues, the LORD will protect you from seen and unseen tragedy. Shame and failure will not locate you. You shall not be a victim of ridicule. God will meet ALL your needs in a unique fashion this season and beyond in Jesus’ Name.

Beloved, when you thank God for deliverance, your knowledge is only limited to those attempts you are aware of. Despite the attempts they made on your life, you are still here, basking in His shadow. So, on a special day as this, I admonish you to thank GOD Despite The Attempts.
