ARE YOU A ROMANS 8:14 CHRISTIAN?
“For as many as are led by the Spirit of God, they are the sons of God.” (Rom 8:14 KJV)
John Bunyan was classified as a nonconformist zealot with puritan beliefs. This English writer wrote The Pilgrim’s Progress which is one of the most popular Christian literatures of all times. 

In that book, John established the concept of every Christian going on a pilgrimage. This can be likened to the story of the Israelites in the book of Numbers. According to divine instruction, Moses sent out men to Canaan for espionage. God already gave them prior information about the land that it was a land flowing with milk and honey – a desirable land to possess. It was referred to as a Promised Land. 

Out of the 12 people sent out by Moses on this mission, only Joshua and Caleb came back with good reports. Others gave negative reports that instilled fear and discouragement in the hearts of people, which stirred up rebellion. As a result, a great number of people perished. Only Joshua and Caleb made it to the Promised Land. 

The reason for the victory of the twosome is not farfetched. Numbers 14:24 says, 
“But because My servant Caleb has a different spirit and follows Me wholeheartedly, I will bring him into the land he went to, and his descendants will inherit it” 

In other words, it was a Spirit, different from the spirit that led others, that led Caleb and Joshua. That was the Spirit of God!

There’s always conflicts between fear and faith. Many failed to enter their own Promised Land because they failed to be led by the Spirit but by flesh. Flesh breeds fear. Fear prevents people from entering into God’s Promised Land for them because you can only access it by faith. 

Beloved, do you want to enter into your Promised Land? I admonish you to commit yourself to being a Romans 8:14 man and woman. This is where your victory lies. I pray you will reach there safely and eat the good of the land in Jesus’ Name. AMEN.
