From the Pastor’s desk:
BE RULER-MINDED 
And God said, Let us make man in our image, after our likeness: and let them have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the fowl of the air, and over the cattle, and over all the earth, and over every creeping thing that creepeth upon the earth. (Gen 1:26 KJV)

God's expression is this: "O ye man, Grow in number. Fill the earth and rule over it. Rule over the fish of the seas and over the birds of the sky. Rule over every different living animal that moves on the ground. Look! I give you every plant on the earth that has seeds in it. I give you every tree that has fruit with a seed in it. They are yours. The seeds and fruits will be food for you as well. (Gen 1:28-29 paraphrased)

Unlike all other creatures, God gave man responsibility over all the things He created. But do you realise that a lot of people fail to see the picture?

There's something we refer to today as Activity of Daily Living (ADL). The activities involve simple tasks as bathing or washing yourself, brushing teeth, caring for your hair, dressing up, toileting, feeding, transferring from one place to the other, and the likes. These are basic activities that can keep you going and make life easy and enjoyable for yourself. Yet, a lot of people are failing! The reason why they fail is not because they don't have the capacity, but because they are simply lazy or complacent. To keep the simplest rule of hygiene is a difficult exercise! 

Listen, if you have the ability to complete these set of tasks but neglect them because of laziness or complacency, I wonder how you can excel in the original position God ordained for you at creation. Don't be deceived, God is not lazy. He challenged Prophet Jeremiah, 

"If you have run with the footmen, and they have wearied you, then how can you contend with horses? ...." (Jer 12:5 AKJV)

As today marks the beginning of the Advent with the symbolic colour purple, I admonish you to shun laziness and complacency, and embrace hope, peace, joy, love, diligence and elegance as a royal and ruler-minded Christian. Shalom.
