SILENT BUT SALIENT!
"Why am I so favored, that the mother of my Lord should come to me?" (Luke 1:45 NHEB)
When this couple, Zechariah and Elizabeth, was introduced in verse 5 to 7 of this chapter, it may make one feel unsettled, wondering if that description was accurate, especially with the condition of their childlessness. They were described as being righteous before God, walking in all the commandments and ordinances of the Lord blameless. What an introduction!
I suppose such couple should be filled with bitterness and resentment towards others, especially, Elizabeth being a woman. If I may remind you, Mary was Elizabeth's cousin, who was so junior that Elizabeth was old enough to be her mother. Yet, Elizabeth conferred on her kinswoman, who was a young and inexperienced girl an uncommon honour; the type of honour that John her son would soon give Jesus. How many mothers would ever do this? Think about it! 
But something made such incredible action possible. If you look at verse 41, the Bible says, "And it came to pass, that, when Elizabeth heard the salutation of Mary, the babe leaped in her womb; and Elizabeth was filled with the Holy Ghost" Luk 1:41 AKJV
Elizabeth may be one of the silent characters when we talk about Jesus' birth, but her role was salient in supporting Mary through her difficult moment. It is not about making noise; it is about making an impact. This was possible because Elizabeth was filled with the Holy Ghost.
Beloved, on this last Advent Sunday of this year, I admonish you to cry out to God to be filled with the Holy Ghost in the order of Elizabeth. As you covet the filling of the Holy Ghost, may you live a life of impact. May your actions become so salient and be in sync with the divine purpose for you in the Name of Jesus. AMEN!
