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The Sheffield Chinese Association
(SCA) is a registered charity
established in 1973 to support,
represent, and raise the profile of the
Chinese community in Sheffield. Its
mission is to foster positive
relationships with the wider
community, support the diverse needs
of its members, and provide informed
representation on external and
statutory bodies.

SCA delivers its work through a range
of core projects and services. These
include the Sheffield Chinese School,
which offers Chinese language
education and cultural activities for
younger generations, largely
supported through community
donations.
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The Evergreen Elderly Care Project
supports Chinese residents aged 50
and over by providing weekly lunch
clubs, social activities, outings, and
home-care visits, helping to reduce
isolation and improve wellbeing among
older people.

In addition, SCA runs a Women'’s
Group that plays a vital role in
strengthening both family and
community life through active
participation in community affairs,
mutual support, and regular social and
cultural activities.

Alongside these projects, SCA offers
non-financial advice and practical
support to community members who
may face barriers in accessing
statutory services.
